Existing provision Proposed amendment (amendment here 

shown in italics) 
5.5 The term of office for all elected 
members of the Council is four years subject 
to the provisions of section 5.6. No individual 
may serve for more than two consecutive 
periods on the Council and the term of office 
of the president is limited to one period of 
four years. The term of office for the 
President, Vice Presidents and the ACCO 
representative starts on 1 January in the year 
immediately following their election. For the 
purposes of this section a single term of two 
years or less shall not be considered as a term 
of office. 

5.5 The term of office for all elected 
members of the Council is four years subject 
to the provisions of section 5.6. No individual 
may serve for more than two consecutive 
periods on the Council as vice president. The 
term of office of the president is limited to 
one period of four years. The term of office 
for the President, Vice Presidents and the 
ACCO representative starts on 1 January in 
the year immediately following their election. 
For the purposes of this section a single term 
of two years or less shall not be considered as 
a term of office. 
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The proposal was presented by President of the German Association DVW and hereafter 
discussed by the General Assembly. Comments included: 

- A change should be done on thorough research 
- A proper review is needed before a discussion 
- Qualified candidates for the posts are needed 
- It is a principle matter, and therefore it needs to be considered carefully 
- A potential candidate will already have had 8 years to implement ideas 
- Experience is important 
- There was a major governance change in 2001 that was a result of many discussions, 

and which was fully operational in 2007 
- Important to encourage global influence 
- 16 years since FIG has examined itself. Much has happened since then – perhaps good 

idea to study FIG overall – finances, administrations, commissions, everything 
- FIG provides an open platform

 experienced internal financial distress, 

due to circumstances beyond the member’s or FIG’s control such as domestic civil strife, 
external economic sanctions or sharp sudden domestic economic turmoil, but desirous of 
remaining a member of FIG.

At the same time FIG and FIG Foundation extend a special thanks to 
Ms Melissa Roberts for her work on the promotion of FIG in the Latin American area. 
 
CLGeGL, Italy has received a grant of EUR 3,000 as support for their Summer School. 
 
Together with UN-Habitat/Global Land Tool Network (GLTN) the FIG Young Surveyors 
introduced a new programme – Volunteer Community Surveyor program (VCSP). This 
programme makes it possible for young surveyors to apply for an exchange and to contribute 
to projects that GLTN is involved in at country levels implementing land tools. This project 
runs from October 2017-April 2018 and is supported by FIG Foundation with in total 5,000 
EUR. Most expenses will be held in 2018.

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Report for 2017-2018 
Dear President and colleagues,  
 
    For many years we have warned you all, that the members of the History group within FIG 
are aging and we asked you to come and join us. David Wallis, our honorary treasurer is 
approaching 90, Jim Smith our devoted secretary (age 82) is now nearly housebound looking 
after his wife,  and I had some medical problems for long flights  so I could not attend the 
FIG meeting in New Zealand and I will probably not been able to attend the meeting in 
Istanbul.  Younger members are encouraged to come and join the history group, and would 
be  very welcome. 
 
    Since 1985 when we organized  colloquia on the history of surveying, first as part of 
commission 1  then as commission 0, but we only obtained an official name in 1994 at the 
FIG  gathering in Melbourne. There we became known as the International Institute of 
History of Surveying and Measurement. That year we had a lecture on Struve,  presented by 3 
authors, from 3 different countries  in a joint presentation and as commission 1 chair  I 
proposed to the General Assembly to prepare a dossier and submit a case to UNESCO to 
have the Struve Meridian Arc inscribed on the World Heritage  List.  
 
    Jim  Smith and I together with  our colleagues of the 10 countries concerned: Norway , 
Sweden ,Finland, Russia, Estonia , Latvia , Lithuania, Belarus, Moldova and Ukraine 
researched and  prepared the documentation to present the project to UNESCO, who 
approved the work and, with an unanimity vote  of all the ambassadors to UNESCO, 
inscribed our project on the World Heritage List in 2005.   
 
    This was a great achievement for our profession world-wide, and it was the first scientific 
project as well as the first with such multi-national involvement on the World Heritage List. 
Then in 2008 Jim and myself  have, on demand of all 10 countries concerned, translated the 
two-volume 1000 page Report compiled  by Struve, written originally in 19th century French, 
into two similar volumes in English, to make it available for all . Unfortunately only Norway 
and Sweden have paid their contribution to the translation of the work and 8 countries have 
not yet paid their commitment, arguing the financial crisis. 
 
    Since then we have prepared for an enhancement of the Struve Arc, with the approval of 
 UNESCO. Jan de Graeve met the delegation in Paris in May 2016 and we have contacts to  
include the 30th meridian through East Africa and also with delegates for the link between the 
European nations and northern Africa. That link was only realized in 1955, after 75 years of 
intermittent work. 
 
   South Africa reports that invitations to partake and technical details have been passed to 8 
of the countries concerned. There is a possibility of around 50 points between Helwan in 
Egypt and Buffelsfontein in South Africa forming the representative points out of a total of 
603 survey points over 63º 47ʹ latitude. (For the Struve arc there were 34 points between 
Fuglenaes and Staro-Nekrassowka out of an overall total of 265 survey points over 25º 20ʹ 
latitude.).  Additionally the Governing Council of the RCMRD (Regional Centre for Mapping 
of Resources for Development) resolved at its meeting November 2017 to 



    Encourage those member States, through which the 30th Arc of Meridian traverses, to 

participate in the proposal for the inscription of the 30th Arc of Meridian as a World Heritage 

Site.  
 
  For the connection between the 30th arc and an area towards the southern end of the Struve 
arc Ivan Aleksic is pursuing the possibilities.  Any readers interested in assisting him in this 
can get in touch with Jan de Graeve via the FIG Office. 
 
    Every 2 years the delegates of the Struve concerned countries meet and the last meeting 
was in Estonia, where the extension to Spitzbergen (Nova- Zembla) was proposed by the 
Russian delegation so next year the meeting will be in Russia, possibly on Hogland (this 
island is a secret military base of submarines) situated between Scandinavia and the Baltic 
states, but more probably, in Saint Petersburg. 
 
    Jim Smith has worked with colleagues of South Africa on the meridian Arc and this Report 
has been presented during the IIHS&M conferences . This arc measurement has secured the 
scientific rigour of the cartography of the East African countries and made the infrastructures 
possible a great achievement.  Jim is finalising the 650p book and will soon be seeking a 
publisher. 
 
    In Australia an historical trigonometrical station “A” in Adelaide at latitude 34º 55’ South 
and longitude 138º 35’ East is being commemorated by a bronze plaque sponsored jointly by 
FIG and the National Trust of South Australia. The idea for this has been pursued for some 
while by Kelly Henderson and Jan de Graeve and now the result will soon be visible.  
 

 
 
    Jim and I have been working together since 1985, that is over 30 years, compiling Notes on 
the History of Meridian Arc Measurements in determining the size and shape of the Earth. It 
is hoped that this work will be completed during this year.  It will be some 2200pages of text 
and illustrations strictly in the form of Notes and will be available in 5 volumes, hopefully 
before next FIG general meeting. 



The excellent History Symposium in Helsinki last year in connection with the Working 
Week had a full house crowd with superb presentations. The Symposium was organized by 
John Brock – the younger member of our Institution. John Brock also made it to the Article 
of the Month, which is now the fourth FIG Articles of the Month so far giving focus onto 
Surveying History.  
 
    Dear president and colleagues, personally I do regret that I will probably not be able to 
present this message at your General meeting , but I go on working  to reconstruct the 
scientific library of Gerard Mercator, in the original 16th century books. Similarly Jim regrets 
that in the 50th year of his association with FIG it is unlikely that he will be able to attend. 
We welcome our colleagues to come and join us and we will continue to answer questions on 
the history of surveying/surveyors and past instrumentation. Hoping to meet you at the 2019 
FIG Congress.

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FIG Task Force on Real Estate Market Study 
Progress Report  
 
 

1. SETTING UP THE TASK FORCE 

The Task Force on Real Estate Market Study was established at the GA of the FIG 
WW2015 in Sofia. The Task Force (TF) was to carry out a study on the real property mar-
kets concerning mainly countries in an economic transition process in its different phases. 
It was also proposed that the TF would focus on the ECE region where there are several 
countries struggling to improve their property markets and overcome crisis. 
 
The Task Force is chaired by Pekka Halme, Director of Strategic Development, from the 
National Land Survey of Finland.  
 
The other contributing members of the task force are:

Also experts from the target countries in the region have been interviewed to assist the 
task force in its work.  
 

2. THE TASK FORCE ACTIVITIES 

The TF held its first meeting in Cape Sounio, Greece, on September 1, 2015. Six mem-
bers had the opportunity to attend.  
 
The second meeting was held on September 17, 2016 also in Cape Sounio, with seven 
members attending. The discussion at the meeting benefitted a lot from the input of sev-
eral observing attendees: Rudolf Staiger, Anthony Boanada-Fuchs, Kauko Viitanen, Matt 
Myers, Bob Foster, Manohar Velpuri and Richard Grover. 
 
A country visit and meeting of the TF was held in Bucharest, Romania on January 17-18, 
2017. Several representatives of the Romanian real estate players were interviewed. See 
below.

The TF also had a session at the FIG WW in Christchurch 2016 with four papers and in 
Helsinki 2017 with three papers.  
  

2.1. FOCUS/THEMES 

The original list of relevant topics that was presented in the General Assembly in Sofia 
was discussed and developed in the first TF meeting. 
 

• Government guarantees to register information; Security of ownership/tenure 
• Property taxation, appropriate valuation  
• Land-Use restrictions, Permitting procedures  
• Legislation, relevant recent legislative and administrative reforms and involved 

governmental agencies for regulation  
• Existing registers/databases, information services 
• e-gov, m-gov, transparency 
• Processes, efficiency of services, customer friendliness of procedures 
• Players/actors, investigation of the investors' needs 
• Time, fees and costs required 
• Sustainable financing mechanisms, access to credit and mortgages 
• Prerequisites for Sustainable Growth; conversion of unused or underused re-

sources into productive capital to increase employment and reduce poverty; en-
ergy efficiency measures and investment in their implementation on new construc-
tions and existing buildings’ refurbishment  

• Affordable housing 
• Education, training, professional capacity development. 

 
The TF saw that it cannot cover the whole spectrum of the factors mentioned above but 
rather wanted to prioritize and choose to focus on some aspects before the others. 
 
The TF agreed to take a look at how the system functions in the countries in the region 
and try to find out if there is a gap between theory and reality and identify the major chal-
lenges in the countries under study. 
 

2.2. WORK PLAN 

The work will be carried out during the years 2015-2018 and the final report will be pub-
lished at the FIG Conference in Istanbul in 2018. 
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The work will comprise initially: 
• task force meetings (at the FIG WWs and separately) 
• decision on methodology or framework,  
• desk study (existing data and reports),  
• decision on target countries, 
• decision on the topics, 
• collection of additional information from target countries,  
• potential field visits,  
• potential coordination with the WB for a joint study, 
• elaborating the results,  
• drafting the report 

 
The different steps of the project are: 

 
1. TF meetings and other means of keeping contact 

Most reporting within the TF is done by email and other electronic channels. The TF 
has had one or two meetings each year. 
 
The TF organized a session at the FIG WW in Christchurch in 2016 and in Helsinki 
2017.  
 
The TF planned to arrange two focused seminars of which the first one was held in 
Athens, Greece on September 19-20, 2016. The seminar concentrated on getting ad-
ditional information from the target area and discussions on the ideas and findings so 
far. The Task Force invited speakers to bring the additional knowledge they can of-
fer.  
 
The second seminar was not held due partly to scheduling difficulties and partly be-
cause a seminar was regarded as a non-optimal way to get relevant information.  

 
2. Methodology or framework and target countries 

A desk study was carried out concentrating on existing reports and materials.  
• The International Property Market Scorecard was used as one of the corner 

stones for the work and provide the Task Force members with analysis early in 
2016. The target countries were preliminarily Russia, Turkey, Greece, 
Ukraine, Armenia, Romania, and Bulgaria. At the end Greece, Turkey, and 
Romania, and Albania were chosen. A basic general study on the target coun-
tries has been carried out and will be elaborated further by target country rep-
resentatives.  

• Other promising materials that could be used are:

mation

• The basic desk study was finalized in late autumn 2016. 

 
3. Collecting additional information from target countries  

Data collection was planned to be done either in the seminars, through national ex-
perts, or through field studies. The field studies however were considered time con-
suming and heavy. 

 
It was also discussed whether any information from developed systems in the non-
transitional countries like the U.S., Germany, or the Nordic Countries would be good 
for comparison. The TF decided to not do this part. 

4. Elaboration of the results  

The findings have been elaborated by the Task Force. Beside the conclusions concern-
ing the situation in the target countries, the work aims at a more general or global 
level of thinking to assist government and professionals in all parts of the world to 
deal with the real property market issues. 

5. Drafting the report 

Drafting of the report itself is delayed from the planned deadline, which was set to the 
end of the year 2017. There is a risk that the report will not be finalized in time and 
will not be ready to be published in Istanbul.

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3. FUNDING

4. OUTCOME 

A report on the situation in the target countries or the ECE Region overall has a value in 
itself for the countries in question. However, the target has to be set higher or the report 
should also give a non-region-specific view on the problems and challenges, and provide 
tools to deal with them for the governments and professionals on a more global scale. 
 
The Final Report will contain a description of the current situation in the real property 
market in the target region, its challenges, and main lines of development as well as rec-
ommendations and views on potential ways of dealing with the real property market im-
perfections. 



REPORT 
FIG TASK FORCE ON CORPORATE MEMBERS 

 
BACKGROUND 
 
The FIG Task Force on Corporate Members was established with the focus  
“to increase in number of FIG Corporate Members while providing better communication with FIG Council 
and interaction between the wider FIG organization and ultimately member associations.” 
 
With the aim of the task force being: 

- Solicit input of current FIG Corporate Members to explore how they can participate more fully in the 
FIG Community  

- Discuss with them what is important in their relationship in FIG  
- Explore comprehensive benefit package for FIG Corporate Members  
- Increase the number of FIG Corporate Members 

 
 
ACTIVITIES 

In 2016, two Internet surveys using Survey Monkey were sent- one to current FIG Corporate Members and 
the second to potential members.  Three follow-up email reminders with the survey questions were also 
sent.  Unfortunately, there were few responses.  With the corporate members four (of 23- 17%) responded.  
With the potential member survey six (of 18- 33%) replied.   
 
This was followed up by another Internet survey in 2017 using Survey Monkey to an expanded list of 
potential members. 
 
Key questions in the corporate member questionnaire included:  

- Which FIG Corporate Member benefits do you use? 
RESPONSES: Potential to network and communicate with surveying professionals from around the world; 
directly connected to surveyors worldwide as an FIG partner; using FIG Corporate Member logo to identify 
as FIG partner and enhance recognition in the surveying profession; participating in FIG technical 
commissions. 
 

- What benefit(s) would you like to have and how would you like to better participate as an FIG 
Corporate Member? 

RESPONSES: A more close co-operation with the Young Surveyors group; displaying information about my 
company at WW’s where we are unable to attend; access to member lists of FIG; opportunity to provide 
input/recommendations for future conference sites and themes; special equipment calibration partnerships. 
 

- What role does/should FIG perform in the global surveying community? 
RESPONSES: The leader in communicating new standards, technology, education to surveyors in the world; 
Bringing surveyors around the world together; supporting recruiting surveyors; creating global recognition 
day for surveyors and providing toolkit for associations, vendors and surveyors to use to publicise it. 

 

- Do you attend and participate in FIG Working Weeks/Congresses? 
RESPONSES: Yes; when I am able; no; yes. 
 

- Are you interested in participating in a task force of FIG Corporate Members? 
RESPONSES: Yes; yes; yes; yes, when time permits.  
 
Key questions in the potential member questionnaire included:  
First Internet Survey (2016) 

- Have you heard of FIG (International Federation of Surveyors)? 
RESPONSES: Yes- 5 (83%) No- 1 (17%) 

- If you heard of FIG do you what it is and what it does? 
RESPONSES: Yes; 3 (50%) No- 3 (50%). 

- Have you been contacted about becoming an FIG Corporate Member? 



RESPONSES: Yes- 1 (17%) No 5 (83%). 
- Would you like to receive more information about FIG and discuss becoming an FIG partner as an 

FIG Corporate Member? 
RESPONSES: Yes- 4 (67%) No 2 (33%). 
 
Second Internet Survey (2017) 

- Have you heard of FIG (International Federation of Surveyors)? 
RESPONSES: Yes- 11 (69%) No- 5 (31%) 

- If you heard of FIG do you what it is and what it does? 
RESPONSES: Yes; 6 (38%) No- 10 (62%). 

- Have you been contacted about becoming an FIG Corporate Member? 
RESPONSES: Yes- 3 (19%) No 13 (81%). 

- Would you like to receive more information about FIG and discuss becoming an FIG partner as an 
FIG Corporate Member? 

RESPONSES: Yes- 10 (63%) No 6 (37%). 
 
Because of the surveys the task force decided to first study the relationship of the current FIG Corporate 
Members by exploring ways to increase communication between FIG Corporate Members and FIG Council as 
well as between the Corporate Members and the FIG Community being followed by ways to grow the 
number of FIG Corporate Members. 
 
Numerous discussions were held with current FIG Corporate Members as well as potential members in 
different venues, face-to-face and via email correspondence. 
 
 
RECOMMENDATIONS FOR IMPLEMENTATION 
 
Recommendations for Current FIG Corporate Members:  

- That continued efforts be made to solicit feedback from current FIG Corporate Members (CM)- at 
FIG events (during FIG CM meetings, individually with CM representatives and at events (example: 
Intergeo) where CM are present. 

 

- Establish FIG Corporate Member Advisory Committee composed of key executive level (CEO, 
President, Vice President) members which will work directly under the auspices of the FIG Council to 
communicate and provide assistance and input under the direction of the council. 
 

- Review CM benefits. 
 

- Encourage CM to actively use the FIG logo on their websites, literature, and advertisements to 
publicize partnership with FIG which will aid in increasing visibility of FIG. 

 

- Encourage CM and technical commissions to increase engagement with each other. 
 

- Ask corporate members to contact their corporate partners to encourage them to become FIG 
Corporate Members. 

 

- Invite FIG Platinum CM to attend the FIG Director Generals Forum and Presidents’ Meeting. 
 
Recommendations for recruiting new FIG Corporate Members:  

- Increase visibility of who and what FIG is and the benefits of joining the Community by continued 
use of article columns in GIM and expanding to other geospatial publications. 
 

- Create recruitment literature emphasizing opportunities to network with THE key decision makers at 
the national and global level and include testimonials from current CM. 
 

- Include FIG CM recruitment advertising in Working Week/Congress exhibition and sponsor materials. 
 

- Add-on option for non-CM exhibitors to join as part of their application process for exhibition space. 
 

- Solicit support from FIG Member Associations to find and attract potential CM. 
 

- Ask corporate members to contact their corporate partners to encourage them to become FIG 
Corporate Members.

Report of Activities 2017 & end of Term Report 
The Chair is pleased to present the report of the Reginal Capacity Development Network. 

This report sets out the overall direction during the term 2015- 18.  

The FIG Capacity Development Network (CDN) aims to support FIG regional member 

associations and academic members. The network envisages regional approaches to 

working, and emerged in response to consideration by the FIG Council and approved by 

the General Assembly in Sofia, Bulgaria, in May 2015.  

Over the term, the CDN has increased its members from the originating African Regional 

network to include the Asia Pacific region.  The Africa Regional Network (ARN), led by 

Diane Dumashie was the first to be established under this umbrella network, and an 

additional region followed with the establishment in the Asia Pacific region of the Asia 

Pacific Capacity Development Network (AP CDN), led by Rob Sarib.  Each region 

best understands its needs, thus within the CDN framework the Regions act 

independently.  

There has been standout success in both Regions. First ARN is typified by innovation and 

resilience, demonstrated by a Member Association (Botswana) scheduling an additional 

workshop in 2018 and importantly, succession planning, with the identification of an 

African Member Association, South African Geomatics Institute willing to take over the 

leadership into the next term (2019-22).  Second, the AP CDN is typified by building 

partnership with the government community linked to professionals, with positive 

engagement with the increasingly important United Nations Global Geospatial Information 

Management network, in the Asia Pacific region (UN GGIM AP) 

The CDN operates as an umbrella framework that enables individual members to unify 

into their own Regional networks to meet their specific capacity building needs.  

Although the geographical regions are not prescriptive it is anticipated that regions 

identify their own out-reach.  Accordingly the focus is led by FIG Member Associations to 

understand and build the capacity of the surveying association and individual surveyors 

to act as agents of positive change and encourage the process of development and 

growth for the benefit of the Region and its people.  

Looking forward to the next term, FIG Council will warmly welcome other regional 

initiatives from FIG members. All interested members should contact Vice President Dr D

Africa FIG Regional Development Network (ARN) 

Report of Activities 2017 & end of Term Report 

1. Overview and Purpose 

This is the Chair’s report on the activities of the Africa FIG Regional Network (ARN), it 

highlights the year 2017; and because it is the end of term it also overviews the current 

period (2015-18) and looks forward to the next term (2019-22).  

Over the 2015- 18 period the key purpose of ARN is to enable the surveying profession 

in Sub Saharan Africa to deal with social responsibility in terms of contributing to 

achieving the UN Sustainable Development Goals (SGDs). In this regard, the role of the 

surveyors as change agents engaging with the politicians is important.  

The Africa Network through workshop activities has considered and presented new and 

creative tools and other means to revitalise and strengthen Land professional members 

within Sub Saharan Africa. The focus will be led by FIG Member Associations to build the 

capacity of the surveying association and individual surveyors to act as agents of 

positive change and encourage the process of development and growth for the benefit of 

Africa and its people.  

Key activities undertaken in 2017 

2. Cooperation 

Central to the activities of the ARN is the cooperation and collaboration with a range of 

stakeholders, foremost the African Young Surveyors Network who have been integral to 

deliver workshop content, in addition to partnering with FIG Commissions and FIG 

corporate members (i.e Trimble, Thomson Reuters, and ESRI) who over the period 

have provided unbiased content and sponsorship. 

This year (2017) we cooperated specifically with ESRI-Rwanda to hold our annual ARN 

capacity development workshop their support both financially and with cutting edge, 

content enabling a highly successful workshop at the Ruhengeri Institute of Higher 

Education (INES) in Musanze, Rwanda.    

3. 2017 Seminar organisation  

In order to provide valuable outputs for the network’s work over the term 2015- 2018, a 

series of thematic Regional workshops have been arranged in Africa between each FIG 

Working Week.  These workshops will develop tools for use by the members and 

validated at Roundtable discussions at the following FIG Working weeks, the next and 

final roundtable meeting of this term is scheduled in Istanbul, Turkey 2018. 

Accordingly, drawing upon the theme agreed in ARN’s terms of reference, and ratified by 

General Assembly, the ARN 2017 workshop title – “Challenges and opportunities in 

facing SDG 11- Urban & Rural linkages: What does it take for land professionals to lead 
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and support nation state’s infrastructure endeavours”, was held in Musanze, Rwanda 21 

– 23rd November 2017 

Every year, ARN invites an African FIG member to partner in the ARN workshop 

activities.  In 2017 the opportunity arose to cooperate with INES.  Welcomed by Rector 

Father Dr. Fabien Hegenimama, a high profile opening of the workshop included the 

delivery of key notes and welcome speeches from the Bishop of Ruhengeri - 

Musanze, and the Permanent Secretary from the Ministry of Lands, with Dr D 

Dumashie providing an overview of FIG and wrap up words before the reception finale of 

traditional dance by INES students.  Jossam Potel, Head of Land administration 

ensured the workshop progressed smoothly, supported by Mireille Biraio (INES) who 

was indispensably on logistical arrangements prior to the workshop.  

The ARN workshop brought together 50 land professionals drawn from across the 

spectrum of land survey, valuation, QS and planning and who travelled from across the 

continent including, Zimbabwe, Botswana, Nigeria, Ghana, and hosted by the contingent 

from Rwanda (land surveyors and valuers).  Hosting this workshop is particularly 

important because the Rwandan land professionals, led by Jean Pierre Habiyaremye, 

are addressing the challenge to establish their own national association, and the 

presence of the ARN workshop demonstrates FIG support to their endeavours. 

The workshop focus on Infrastructure in the context of SDG11 was designed by Vice 

President Diane Dumashie who facilitated the training workshop assisted by Kasper 

Kundert (ESRI Rwanda), Importantly ARN collaborated with the Young Surveyors from 

West Africa, supported on this occasion by Daniel Brown, Sam Kingsley and Taiye 

Taiwo.  

4. 2017 Seminar deliberations 

The workshop concentrated on the theme, “Challenges and opportunities in facing SDG 

11- Urban & Rural linkages: What does it take for land professionals to lead and support 

Nation state’s infrastructure endeavours”. It appealed to those wishing to have an 

understanding how the international land governance initiatives that will interface with 

large scale infrastructure sectors.  Accordingly, working groups included national roads, 

railway, water schemes, renewable energy, airports, and telecom/ digital, focusing on 

our role in the context of the SDG11 (Cities)   

On workshop Day 1 our workshop focus was on:   

• Trends: to improve and recognise the nature of urbanisation in the context of 

SDG11 and infrastructure, and recap on what it means for good governance, 

• Talent: to be more familiar with the nature of Leadership: theory & applied, 

enabling a clear understanding of personal skill development, 

• Technology: to expose delegates to the role of Geospatial technology 

innovations for land tenure security and land management in East Africa and led 

by ESRI Rwanda,  

• Ultimately, the workshop seeks to build land professionals awareness and 

confidence to lead strategic change and make a positive impact 

Demonstrated in the context of the inter- relationships of urban/ rural linkages and 

infrastructure networks the participants considered our Professional role within this 

relationship  considering the opportunity land professionals could make to improve the 

delivery of critical infrastructure and also recognising the extent of the land professional 
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skill sets (and other professions) to provide sustainable development and building 

livelihoods.  

 

This revolved around linking the following: 

• Urbanisation: Global trends related to SDG11, and 

• Infrastructure: Recognition that infrastructure is one of the first  key investment  

 
Leading to our:  

• Focus: provision of social and physical networked assets yet maintaining the 

relatoinship of the linkage between the Urban and Rural areas 

 
The workshop was designed to complement ESRI- Rwanda contribution on Day 2.  

Specifically Kasper Kundert (ESRI Rwanda) focused on technology and the role of 

Geospatial technology innovations for land tenure security and land management in East 

Africa. Featured prominently was the Geoportals development and operationalisation at 

the Rwandan Authorities, as well as its4land – a current consortium approach seeking to 

deliver an innovative suite of land tenure recording tools that responds to sub Saharan 

Africa’s immense challenge to rapidly and cheaply map millions of unrecognized land 

rights in the region 

 

In addition, during day 2 the ARN 2017 cohorts were further treated to a tour of the 

INES campus that has a fabulous backdrop of four of the Rwandan Volcanoes. It was 

agreed by all, that the three days were informative, productive and the workshop 

activities were rounded as participants came together to share some fun with the 

opportunity of a field trip guided through the caverns and caves of Musanze.  

The workshop outcome: Engaging and participation is an important design feature of 

the ARN workshops, accordingly deliberations included group work that considered: 

How:  The land and property professional engages with People in their Places, in the 

context of urban and the rural areas though infrastructure networks and thus ensuring 

societal beneficial development.  Noting that Urban and Rural linkage is about the 

network between these areas and what goes on in-between. And 

What: Articulating what this means, requiring the development of an outline stakeholder 

engagement methodology that is capable of informing appropriate practices and 

disseminated by member associations  

The workshop successfully provoked thought and stimulated debate, along with 

achieving the following objectives: 

• To raise awareness by coming together to consider the skill opportunity for 

intervention in large scale infrastructure assets   

• To add value for participants through a learning experience to consider thought 

leadership, transformational trends, and  

• To be exposed to Geospatial technological innovations for land tenure in East 

Africa 

• And to explore how the profession may take a step-up to lead and promote the 

implement of networked infrastructure in the rural and urban environments to 

benefit society.

• Empowered an African Member Association to propose a fourth workshop before 

the end of this term (i.e. in 2018) 

• Developed a Strategic framework document with tangible reportable actions to 

the General Assembly 

• Defined and continue to build partnerships with member associations and 

external strategic stakeholders including FAO, AU, FGF and GLTN (UN Habitat) 

• Delivered communication platforms for Member associates, Academics and the 

Young surveyors network and gained new FIG Members from Africa 

Above all, 

• Delivered a robust and rigorous leadership succession plan proposal for 

consideration by Council in 2018 

6. Closing remarks 

The network is about equipping Land professionals to better contribute to society, to do 

this requires professionals to understand, adapt and embrace the future.   

Within the SDG’s and having ethics underpinning everything that Land professionals do 

the three workshops have considered the opportunity land professionals could make to 

improving governance of tenure, recognising the context that land and (other natural 

resources) provide humanity, among others, food and shelter and a basis for economic 

production and social, cultural and religious practices.

Standards Network Terms of Reference: 
The Standards Network was formed in 2002. It works within Commission 1 and consists of 

representatives from each of FIG’s Commissions. The terms of reference of the Network set out in 

the FIG Guide on Standardisation are: 

• Building and maintaining relations with the secretariats of standardisation bodies, 

• Proposing priorities on FIG’s standardisation activities, including advising the Council on 

priorities for spending, 

• Setting up necessary Liaison relationships with standardisation bodies, 

• Ensuring that lead contacts to Technical Committees etc. are in place, 

• Maintaining an information flow on standardisation to FIG members, including through the 

FIG website, and more directly to relevant Commission Officers, 

• Maintaining the Standards Guide, and related material on the FIG website, 

• Working with other NGOs, within the framework of the MOUs signed by the Council, 

• Advising FIG’s officers and members on standardisation activities as necessary. 

Key Activities 
The Standards Network covers several key activities. At different periods, the commissions are more 

or less active or impacted by Standards. Some activities such as ISO 19152 on the Land 

Administration Domain Model (LADM) or the International Measurement Standard of Property 

(IPMS) are clearly linked to a specific commission –Commission 7 for the LADM and Commission 9 

for IPMS. While other Standards issues relate to, or implicate, or could potentially implicate several 

commissions. The ISO/TC 211 concerning Geographic Information/Geomatics is an example. 

Below is a summary of current Standards activities in FIG.  

ISO/TC	211	Geographic	Information/Geomatics		
Nic Donnelly of Land Information New Zealand (LINZ) is the lead liaison from FIG to ISO/TC 211. 

ISO/TC211 is involved with Standardization in the field of digital geographic information. ISO/TC 211 

also appoints a liaison to FIG, a role which is currently held by Mr Larry Hothem, of the United 

States.  

Nic Donnelly reports: 

ISO TC211 Liaison Report – March 2018 

Background	

The International Organization for Standardization (ISO) develops and publishes standards in a 

comprehensive range of subject areas. Responsibility for a particular subject area resides with a 

Technical Committee (TC), comprising representatives of national standards bodies, liaisons from 
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other international organizations and subject matter experts. The technical committee responsible 

for Geographic Information/Geomatics is TC211. FIG is one of the organizations invited to appoint a 

special liaison to TC/211. Currently, this role is undertaken by Mr Nic Donnelly, of New Zealand. 

ISO/TC 211 also appoints a liaison to FIG, a role which is currently held by Mr Larry Hothem, of the 

United States. 

Liaison	Involvement	

There were two meetings of the ISO technical committee in 2017; Stockholm, Sweden (June) and 

Wellington, New Zealand (December). The next meeting is in Copenhagen, Denmark 27 May – 1 June 

2018. 

In general the role of the liaison is to identify work items of interest and alert interested parties, who 

may then get directly involved through their national standards body.  

TC211	Secretariat	

The TC211 Secretariat is based in Sweden, through the Swedish Standards Institute. The Chair is 

Christina Wasström from Lantmäteriet, the Secretary is Therése Andrén from the Swedish Standards 

Institute and the Assistant Secretary is Christine Allanson from the Swedish Standards Institute. 

Key	Work	Items	of	Interest	to	FIG	

Revision of ISO19152: Land Administration Domain Model (LADM) 

The drafting of the first edition of the LADM, published in 2012, was driven by FIG Commission 7, 

particularly Peter van Oosterom and Christiaan Lemmen. The LADM has gained considerable 

prominence since 2012 and work is underway to scope a revision. At the Stockholm TC211 meeting, 

FIG was invited to lead this revision, recognizing the significant expertise within FIG Commission 7, as 

well as the strong historical connection to the LADM. 

The seventh Land Administration Domain Model Workshop in Zagreb, Croatia (11-13 April 2018) will 

focus on the scope and functionality of the revised standard. Potential extensions to the existing 

LADM include additional rights, restrictions and responsibilities; valuation; marine cadastre; 

relationship to Building Information Modelling (BIM); 3D/4D cadastre. 

This will ultimately lead to the submission of a New Work Item Proposal through ISO TC211. 

Geodetic Registry 

This project aims to establish a registry of geodetic coordinate systems and transformations. 

Software has been developed in compliance with ISO19127: Geodetic Register. FIG is represented on 

the Control Body for the registry, which has responsibility for its management and strategic 

direction. Nic Donnelly is the principal representative, with Volker Schwieger of Germany as 

alternate. Larry Hothem is Vice-Chair of the Control Body, which is chaired by International 

Association of Geodesy representative Mike Craymer, of Canada. 

The registry development is complete, so current work is focused on getting the software deployed 

with long-term technical support. 
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Review of ISO 19111:2007 Geographic Information – Spatial Referencing by Coordinates 

This standard describes coordinate systems, coordinate reference systems and datums and the 

relationships among them. It also describes coordinates and the operations that may be carried out 

on them.  

A review of this standard is underway in conjunction with the Open Geospatial Consortium (OGC). 

Amongst other things, this review aims to update 19111 to better handle modern datums such as 

kinematic datums and those using the geoid as a reference surface. 

ISO	19152:2012	Land	Administration	Domain	Model	(LADM)			
This Standard grew out of the Commission 7 work on the Core Cadastral Domain Model and was 

accepted into the ISO/TC 211 work programme in 2008. The Land Administration Domain Model 

(LADM) ISO 19152:2012 Edition 1 was published in 2012. It facilitates the efficient set-up of land 

administration and can function as the core of any land administration system. LADM is flexible, 

widely applicable and functions as a central source of state-of-the-art international knowledge on 

this topic. LADM is of one of the first spatial domain standards. With a view to the future, trends in 

the domain and the maintenance of the standard are now under discussion.  

Chrit Lemmen reports: 

The 2018 workshop on the 7th Administration Domain (LADM) was held in Zagreb, Croatia, 11-13 

April 2018. The focus of LADM2018 workshop was on sharpening the scope and extending 

functionality of LADM II. Extensions are about a fiscal/valuation module, Marine Cadastre, more 

explicit relations with Building Information Modelling, further modelling of LADM's survey and 

spatial representation and 3D/4D Cadastre. More attention was paid to the operational standards in 

Land Administration: CityGML, IndoorGML, LandInfra, InfraGML, LandXML, and GeoBIM. Also the 

aspects beyond Information models were discussed: Organization, Best practices, Legal/financial 

aspects, OpenCadastre approach, Crowd sourcing, Workflow modelling, Blockchain and ledger 

technologies. 

The proceedings of the Workshop are published in co-operation with FIG. 

During the Workshop in Zagreb there was also a discussion on a draft of a ‘New Working Item 

Proposal’ (NWIP) for LADM II. This NWIP will be discussed in the FIG Standard’s Network meeting. 

This may result is an advice to the Council to submit the NWIP to ISO TC211 on Geographic 

information (Note: FIG is a liaison member of this Technical Committee). 

The idea is to organise the development of LADM II in close cooperation with the Open Geospatial 

Consortium. A draft version of an OGC White Paper on Land Administration is available. This Draft 

White Paper was subject of discussion during a special session of the World Bank Land and Poverty 

Conference, held in March 2018 in Washington DC, US. This White Paper was also discussed in the 

Zagreb LADM Workshop – and needs attention of the FIG Standards Network.

Summary of the most important (current) work of the ISO/TC 172/SC 6 “Geodetic 

and surveying instruments” 

Terrestrial laser scanning  

The new standard ISO/DIS 17123-9 is close to publication (probably by the end of the year) - Optics 

and optical instruments -- Field procedures for testing geodetic and surveying instruments -- Part 9: 

Terrestrial laser scanners.  

New working group for ISO/NP 16331-2 Optics and optical instruments -- Laboratory procedures for 

testing surveying and construction instruments -- Part 2: Terrestrial laser scanner 
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This new working group has been established to work on a laboratory standard for terrestrial laser 

scanning. This version is in an early stage. However, it will be of interest in the future. A final version 

will take at least 2 to 3 years to complete.  

Distance and angle measurements:  

The new ISO 16331-1 is published: - Optics and optical instruments -- Laboratory procedures for 

testing surveying and construction instruments -- Part 1: Performance of handheld laser distance 

meters 

The ISO/DIS 17123-5 under revision until the end of the year: - Optics and optical instruments -- Field 

procedures for testing geodetic and surveying instruments -- Part 5: Total stations 

We will keep the general procedure but update some formulas (to correct for some small errors) and 

some layout issues. This version will be moved to final draft and probably be published by the end of 

the year.  

Other important work 

The new Standard ISO 9849 is published – Optics and optical instruments -- Geodetic and surveying 

instruments – Vocabulary 

This standard is maybe important for FIG because it summarizes the vocabulary used in the field of 

geodetic and surveying sensors. This standard shall be extended concerning the terms in the area of 

multi-sensor-systems in the future.     

International	Property	Measurement	Standards	Coalition	IPMS	
 

Jean-Yves Pirlot Member of the BoT for CLGE, (ex-Committee member of IPMS-C) reports: 

The IPMS Coalition aims at the creation of an International Property Measurement Standard. 

It was created on May 1, 2013, in Washington. It has now existed for five years. The coalition has 89 

members and continues to grow. Many partner organizations support IPMS from the outside. 

Even if the final goal of the CLGE and FIG delegates to the IPMS Coalition is to develop one universal 

measurement code of all building types, the coalition started with developing a series of codes. 

For the time being, we have the IPMS for Office buildings (2014), for Residential buildings (2016) and 

for Industrial buildings (2018). One IPMS standard has been added every two years. 

Work is ongoing for Retail Buildings and we expect a finalized and approved version by 2019. Initial 

work has also started on the Mixed Use standard. 

The Standard Setting Committee is working hard to keep all these standards harmonized and the aim 

is to follow CLGE’s and FIG’s wish to adopt one overall standard for all building types. 

At the end of 2017, the IPMS Coalition has organized elections. The full Executive Committee was 

renewed, many of the old members stayed on the committee welcoming a few new comers. With 

the expanding coalition, it now makes sense to increase Executive Committee. 
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A new bureau was also elected. The incoming Chair is Lisa Prats (BOMA International), the former 

Chair, Ken Creighton (RICS) was appointed as Vice Chair, while Jean-Yves Pirlot (CLGE), outgoing 

Secretary General was replaced by Maurice Barbieri, current CLGE president and FIG delegate for the 

IPMS Coalition.  

The Standard Setting Committee (SSC) was also partially renewed with new mandates for some 

outgoing members and two new experts appointed. 

It appears that it would be nice to introduce a height reference, since this is needed for diverse 

applications such as Fire Fighting and Energy Certification. The SSC has announced that they are 

already considering this aspect. Once again, this is coherent and in the direction of both CLGE and 

FIG. 

International	Land	Measurement	coalition	ILMS	
Maurice Maurice Barbieri reports:  

The initial consultation of the proposed ILMS Land transfer standard was held during the early 

months on 2018 and closed at the end of Feb. The draft was downloaded over 200 times and several 

substantial comments were made. The ILMS draft seems robust and most comments focussed on 

minor issues of language use, gender rights and most interestingly the ‘GML/XML coding’ of the 

ILMS final output. ILMS is fundamentally orientated on the key 7 land data elements needed for 

successful and effective land transfer, acquisition, valuation and compensation/taxation, the ILMS 

coalition have successfully keep the standard as high level as possible to enable flexibility and global 

application.  

This post consultation draft was successfully presented at the World Bank Land conference. ILMS has 

also been highlighted by Thomson Reuters (Place) as a significant development within the land 

acquisition and tenure security sectors http://www.thisisplace.org/i/?id=aadd9347-801f-48e7-8e27-

e025db28a755 – this is quite a coup and the article has been picked up by multiple publications 

worldwide. ILMS is now moving towards its next stages of consultation (ILMS exposure draft - 

summer 2018) with expected publication in late 2018.

The exposure draft of ILMS will be presented at FIG Istanbul during the main technical programme 

and at the Regional Bodies meeting. The ILMS coalition would like to thank FIG, and many member 

associations, for their support during this important collaborative initiative. 

James Kavanagh, Maurice Barbieri, Pedro Ortiz add: 

ILMS - International principle-based standard for recording and reporting information and material 

relevant to land and property transfers: 

• Both a standard and a framework for reporting 

• Aim to reduce risks in the land transfer process by creating consistency of application and 

facilitating and supporting land governance, robust conveyancing, secure lending and land 

registration 

• Goal: to support global consistency by setting standards for classifying, defining, measuring, 

analysing, presenting and reporting land information  
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• Can be applied at a project, regional, state, national or international level 

• 7 key elements required during a ‘due diligence’ process  

• Creates land data feedback ‘loop’ where elements such as valuation can be improved as land 

data becomes available. 

 

 

International	Construction	Measurement	Standards	
The International Construction Measurement Standards Coalition (ICMSC) is a growing group of 

more than 40 professional and not-for-profit organisations from around the world. It was launched 

in 2015 to develop and implement consistent international standards for benchmarking, measuring 

and reporting construction project cost. 

Dr See Lian Ong, commission 10 Chair reports: 

Background 

Against a backdrop of tightening public purse strings and growing investment demand, construction 

industry leaders have joined together to set out a radical new approach to calculate, report or 

compare costs for the world’s building and civil engineering projects.  

A pioneer group of about 20 professional bodies (including FIG) established the International 

Construction Measurement Standards (ICMS) Coalition, at the IMF in Washington D.C. in June 2015, 

calling for professionals across the globe to support the collaboration and help embed common 

standards at the heart of construction investment. 

The ICMS Coalition is a rapidly growing partnership of leading organisations from around the world, 

committed to producing and supporting consistent shared standards for construction costs.  To date 

more than 40 professional bodies have signed up to be partners of the Coalition. 

Modus Operandi of ICMS 

The organisation structure of ICMS comprises the Trustee Board of the ICMS Coalition that is 

represented by representatives of all members of the Coalition. 
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The ICMS then appoints the Standard Setting Committee (SSC), which is independent and comprises 

of experts from across the world.  The initial SSC comprises 27 professional experts.  The SSC 

members elect their officers (Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Secretary) and Dr. See Lian Ong was 

appointed as the Chairman of SSC in late 2015. 

ICMS adopts the operation model that no overheads will be incurred by the Coalition and no 

member is required to pay subscription to be a member of the Coalition.  Most meetings are 

conducted through tele-conferencing and for face-to-face meetings; the Coalition member will have 

to pay their representative the cost of travel or accommodation for such meetings.  The member 

hosting the meeting will provide the facilities for the meeting. 

Progress of ICMS 

The Standard Setting Committee (SSC), which I chair, held regular meetings via tele-conferencing 

between November 2015 and November 2016 with its first physical meeting held on 5-6 March 2016 

in Brussels hosted by the European Commission.   

Much had been achieved at this meeting with the framework for the ICMS established and the 

drafting group was ready to go away to prepare the first draft of the ICMS.  The first draft of ICMS 

was completed and circulated to the members and friends of the ICMS Coalition for comment in 

August 2016.  With the comments received, the SSC proceeded to fine-tune the draft.  

The final draft of ICMS was completed at the end of October 2016.  Trustees of ICMS and the 

members of the SSC met in London on 10 November 2016 and the final draft of the ICMS was 

launched for the first public consultation at a ceremony held on 11 November 2016 at RICS 

Headquarters at Parliament Square, London.   

The draft ICMS was well received and several constructive comments were received when dateline 

for receiving comments for the final draft closed onn15 January 2017. 

Consequently, the SSC further fine-tuned the final draft with the comments received and publish for 

the Second public consultation draft in Mid-March 2017.  The second public consultation closed on 1 

May 2017 and the SSC then fine-tuned the final draft for publication. 

3The ICMS was published and launched at the annual congress Pacific Association of Quantity 

Surveyors (PAQS) held in Vancouver, Canada from 24 to 26 July 2017. 

With the publication of ICMS, we hope that there will be wide adoption of ICMS so that there will be 

consistency in measurement and reporting of construction cost across the entire world. 

The Way Forward 

The Trustee of ICMS Coalition has reconstituted the SSC and has mandated the SSC to consider the 

review of the ICMS that has been published and to incorporate new features such as Life Cycle 

Costing in the next edition of ICMS. 

The SSC has just had its first meeting via tele-conferencing on 16 March 2018 and have set out plans 

over the next 12 months to publish the 2nd Edition of ICMS. 

The 2nd Edition of ICMS will likely incorporate additional project categories for civil engineering 

works, life cycle costing and also to reformat the standard so that it will enable data capture 

digitally.

The Standards Network is responsible for building and maintaining relations with the different 

standardisation bodies, proposing priorities on FIG’s standardisation activities and ensuring 

information flow on standardisation to FIG members. One of the principal ways these goals are 

accomplished is through a Standards Network meeting held during FIG working weeks and 
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Congresses. In principle each Commission appoints a representative to the Standards Network to 

discuss their Commission’s interest and requirements in standards.

Report of Activities 2017-18 (Term 2015-18) 

 

1. General 

The FIG Asia Pacific Capacity Development Network (AP CDN) was officially formed after the Christchurch 

Working Week in 2016.  Prior to that considerable effort and contributions from FIG Commission 5 and 7 

delegates to establish the basis of this network, and to support emerging economies in this region was 

prevalent.  The foundations and assistance was through numerous Reference Frame workshops and related 

Small Island Developing States initiatives relating to geospatial information and fit for purpose 

infrastructure for responsible land governance. 

The work plan for the FIG AP CDN was initially focused on addressing the technical geospatial and surveying 

challenges, and the related socio and economic matters pertinent to the Pacific, but as the issues are global 

in nature, the scope of this network was rapidly broadened to include Asian nations. To facilitate this need

INTRODUCTION 
 
In 2014 FIG Commission 1 established an international Working Group on Ethics, to review the 
existing FIG Ethical Principles and also to participate in the growing International Ethics Standards 
(IES) Coalition which had been established in November 2014.  Gary Strong was appointed by the 
Council to represent FIG in this forum with Brian Coutts (Chair Commission 1) as his substitute. 
 
In 1997, a paper was published by FIG, which established new Ethical principles for surveyors. It 
was re-published in French in 2001. For ease of reference these are reproduced at the end of this 
paper.

THE INTERNATIONAL ETHICAL STANDARDS COALITION 
 
The International Ethics Standards (IES) Coalition was established in 2014, and now has over 110 
professional bodies around the world, who have come together through their Standard Setting 
Committee (SSC) of 19 experts from around the world, to establish and publish 10 high level prin-
ciples of ethics for all professionals working in the land, property and construction sectors. 
https://ies-coalition.org/ 
 
Many member associations of FIG are also members of the IES Coalition, see Appendix 3. 
 
The Coalition SSC has worked collaboratively with the support of the United Nations and The 
World Bank, to develop these high level principles, and each member of the Coalition agrees to 
implement them in their own jurisdiction. There has been a lot of support and interest in the work of 
the Coalition, and organisations who are not members of the Coalition because of the nature of their 
business, can opt to be Supporters. There are currently 30+ supporters. 
 
 
COMMISSION 1 PROGRESS AND PLAN 
 
Commission 1 delivered a paper in 2015 which explored the opportunities and very real benefits 
that could be afforded not only to professional surveyors working in land, property and construction 
but also to clients, the public and society more generally, by the setting, promoting and monitoring

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of international standards on ethics.  Progress with the development of the International Ethical 
Standards have been reported to each FIG Working Week General Assembly since 2015 in the 
Commission Reports and have been the topic of several papers and discussions in each of the 
Working Week Technical Sessions. 
 
Trust between businesses and society is still at a low point and there is a real danger that focusing 
on targets and regulations can drive dysfunctional and unethical behaviour.  Ethical  be ha viour mus t 
be  con stan tly monitored , cod es  upda ted , and  ab ove  all, be  relevan t. Commissi on  1 be lieves  the  
1997  principles  are  due  to be  upda ted.  To remain relevan t, it is importan t tha t FIG is see n to ha ve  
ad opted  the  late st  inter nationa l st an da rds  and  not be  relying  on those  publishe d 21  yea rs  ago.   
The International Ethics Standards are reproduced below. 
 
FIG adopting a code of ethics on its own is potentially of limited use and Commission 1 Working 
Group recognise this, and so intends taking the subject further focusing on the following issues:  

• Is just having ethics standards enough? – do you produce standards and leave it at that?  
Will that really get buy in?  
What does adoption look like and what are the risks to an organisations or country’s reputa-
tion if people just pay lip service? 

• The challenges the FIG member associations face in coming to terms with the varying global 
definitions of what is ethical, how the various members will be challenged to implement IES 
with their own guidance 

• How FIG Commission 1 intend to provide guidance across our many diverse types of mem-
bers working in different fields of surveying 

• How FIG intend to get the message across to governments, the public and other stakeholders 
who use members across the world and how we are looking to embed ethics standards into 
our constituent professional bodies membership requirements, training and (critically) regu-
lation. 

 
Ethical behaviours by professional surveyors is critical to both business, consumers and society in 
general but more needs to be done to continue trying to change what for many is 'normal business 
practice'.  FIG Commission 1 proposes to build on the growing interest generated in KL in 2014, 
Sofia in 2015, New Zealand in 2016, Helsinki in 2017, and the International Ethics Standards Coa-
lition of over 110 professional bodies globally who have now come together on this topic, to hold a 
workshop in Istanbul to hear updates from countries and their representatives about real life exam-
ples of ethical issues they face as surveyors in their geographies. Please register for the event and 
come prepared to discuss your case examples.  
 
This insight will help the FIG Commission 1 Working Group shape the new guidance which will be 
a major feature of the workplan for 2018-22 assuming FIG adopt IES. 
 
 
IES ETHICAL PRINCIPLES 
In addition to the ethical principles below, practitioners are expected to observe all appropriate prac-
tice standards for their discipline. Practitioners are also expected to observe all laws and statutes 
applicable to their discipline in the jurisdictions where they practice, as well as all applicable inter-
national laws. 
 
The ethical principles below are listed in alphabetical order and are all of equal importance. 
1. Confidentiality: Practitioners shall not disclose any confidential or proprietary information 
without prior permission, unless such disclosure is required by applicable laws or regulations. 
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2. Disclosure: Practitioners shall make all appropriate disclosures before and during the per-
formance of a service. If, after disclosure, a conflict cannot be removed or mitigated, the practition-
er shall withdraw from the matter or obtain written consent of the parties affected to continue.  
3. Fiduciary Responsibility: Practitioners shall be honest, transparent and trustworthy in all 
their financial dealings. 
4. High Standard of Service: Practitioners shall only provide services for which they are 
competent and qualified and shall ensure that any employees or associates assisting with the provi-
sion of services have the necessary competence to undertake those services. 
5. Integrity: Practitioners shall act with honesty and fairness in all their dealings, and shall not 
mislead or attempt to mislead. They shall base their advice on valid evidence. 
6. Respect: Practitioners shall provide services that honor client, third party and stakeholder 
interests in the context of applicable rules of law and social and environmental concerns. 
7. Responsibility: Practitioners owe a duty of care to their clients and due consideration to the 
rights and interests of third parties and stakeholders. 
8. Transparency: Practitioners shall not misinform over the products or terms of service to be 
provided, and shall present relevant documentary or other material in plain and intelligible lan-
guage. 
9. Trust: Practitioners shall be truthful in their professional communications and recognize 
that their professional conduct bears upon the maintenance of public trust and confidence in the real 
estate professions. 
10. Verification: Practitioners shall continually evaluate the services they provide to ensure 
they are consistent with the spirit and evolution of ethical principles and practice standards.  
 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
Commission 1 recommends to the General Assembly that FIG rescinds the “FIG Ethical 

Principles” (that is, retaining the FIG Model Code of Professional Conduct”) and adopts the 
International Ethics Standards (IES) given the widespread support by the United Nations, 
The World Bank, and over 110 other professional bodies in land, property & construction 
globally.

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APPENDIX 1 
 
FIG Ethical Principles 
Integrity 
Surveyors 

• maintain the highest standards of honesty and integrity towards those with whom they come into contact, ei-
ther directly or indirectly; and  

• accurately and conscientiously measure, record and interpret all data and offer impartial advice based thereon.  

Independence 
Surveyors 

• diligently and faithfully execute their role according to the law; and  

• maintain their objectivity and give their clients and employers unbiased advice, without prejudice or favour either 
towards or against other organisations or persons. 

Care and competence 
Surveyors 

• maintain their knowledge and skills, keep abreast of developments in their fields of practice and apply their expertise for 
the benefit of society;  

• only take on work that they reasonably believe they will be able to carry out in a professional manner; and  

• exercise care in the performance of their duties.  

Duty 
Surveyors 

• maintain confidentiality about the affairs of their current and former clients and employers unless required by 
law to make disclosures;  

• avoid conflicts of interest;  

• take environmental concerns into account in their operations and activities;  

• recognise the interests of the public when providing services to their clients or employers; and  

• conduct their work to the best of their ability, giving due consideration to the rights of all parties.  

The Public Interest 
1. The first duty of surveyors is normally to their clients or employers but as professionals they also have a duty to the 

public. Surveyors are fact finders and providers of opinions and advice. It is important that they are diligent, competent, 
impartial and of unquestionable integrity in ensuring that the information they provide is true and complete and that the 
opinions and advice that they give are of the highest quality. 

2. The work of surveyors has cumulative and long-term effects on future generations. Many of the functions of surveyors, 
even those performed for private clients, are by their nature functions that have a lasting impact on society. Most infor-
mation becomes public information at some point in time and may be used for purposes other than those for which it 
was initially intended. The information recorded by early surveyors and explorers has, for example, subsequently been 
used for the expansion of geographical knowledge and for land development. Similarly, land management systems de-
signed for today create an environment in which future generations will live, work and play. The principles of sustainable 
development require surveyors to work as much for the future as for the present. 

3. Clients, employers and the public must be confident that surveyors have exercised objectivity in arriving at their 
professional opinions. These obligations may sometimes appear to be in conflict with the obligations that surveyors owe 
to their clients, their employers and their peers. Surveyors have a duty to the truth, even when it may not be in the best 
interest of their clients or employers. 

4. All surveyors, whether they be private practitioners, employees in the private sector, public servants or educators, 
should discharge their professional duties and adhere to ethical principles in accordance with the following model code 

of professional conduct. 
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FIG Model Code of Professional Conduct 
FIG recommends the following code of conduct as the minimum to be expected of all professional surveyors. 

1.     In general, surveyors 

• exercise unbiased independent professional judgement;  

• act competently and do not accept assignments that are outside the scope of their professional competence;  

• advance their knowledge and skills by participating in relevant programmes of continuing professional development;  

• ensure that they understand the fundamental principles involved when working in new areas of expertise, conducting 
thorough research and consulting with other experts as appropriate; and  

• do not accept assignments that are beyond their resources to complete in a reasonable time and in a professional 
manner.  

2.      As employers, surveyors: 

• assume responsibility for all work carried out by their professional and non-professional staff;  

• assist their employees to achieve their optimum levels of technical or professional advancement;  

• ensure that their employees have proper working conditions and equitable remuneration; and  

• cultivate in their employees integrity and an understanding of the professional obligations of surveyors to socie-
ty.  

3.      When dealing with clients, surveyors: 

• avoid any appearance of professional impropriety;  

• disclose any potential conflicts of interest, affiliations or prior involvement that could affect the quality of service to be 
provided;  

• avoid associating with any persons or enterprises of doubtful character;  

• do not receive remuneration for one project from multiple sources without the knowledge of the parties involved;  

• preserve the confidences and regard as privileged all information about their clients’ affairs; and  

• maintain confidentiality during as well as after the completion of their service.  

4.      When providing professional services, surveyors: 

• seek remuneration commensurate with the technical complexity, level of responsibility and liability for the services 
rendered;  

• make no fraudulent charges for services rendered;  

• provide details on the determination of remuneration at the request of their clients; and  

• do not sign certificates, reports or plans unless these were prepared and completed under their personal supervision.  

5.      As members of a professional association, surveyors: 

• do not enter into arrangements that would enable unqualified persons to practise as if they were professionally 
qualified;  

• report any unauthorised practice to the governing body of the profession;  

• refuse to advance the application for professional status of any person known to be unqualified by education, 
experience or character; and  

• promote the surveying profession to clients and the public.  

6.      As business practitioners, surveyors: 

• do not make false or misleading statements in advertising or other marketing media;  

• do not, either directly or indirectly, act to undermine the reputation or business prospects of other surveyors;  

• do not supplant other surveyors under agreement with their clients; and  

• do not establish branch offices that purport to be under the direction and management of a responsible professional 
surveyor unless this is actually the case.  
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7.      As resource managers, surveyors: 

• approach environmental concerns with perception, diligence and integrity;  

• develop and maintain a reasonable level of understanding of environmental issues and the principles of sustainable 
development;  

• bring any matter of concern relating to the physical environment and sustainable development to the attention of their 
clients or employers;  

• employ the expertise of others when their knowledge and ability are inadequate for addressing specific environmental 
issues;  

• include the costs of environmental protection and remediation among the essential factors used for project evaluation;  

• ensure that environmental assessment, planning and management are integrated into projects that are likely to impact 
on the environment; and

FIG Commission 1 – Professional Practice and Standards 

 
Report of Activities 2017-18 (15-18) 

 

1. General 

Through its Work Plan for this quadrennium, Commission 1 was originally structured in 5 Working Groups 

(WGs) with a Vice Chair allocated to each.  After the first 12 months and following the Working Week (WW) 

in Christchurch in 2016 WG 1.4 Engaging Private Practice was disbanded through lack of support and 

interest.  This was despite the WG being established at the suggestion of a number of delegates and 

individuals at the WW in Kuala Lumpur in 2014. This, therefore, was somewhat disappointing but without 

the commitment of people to structure a Working Group it was expedient to disestablish the WG and 

concentrate on those where support was forthcoming. 

Nevertheless, the other 4 WGs have performed well and have all have produced, or are producing, 

produced some outcomes, though in some cases their task may not be completed within the term of this 

2015-18 period.  In these cases, the topics will roll over into the next quadrennium under the direction of 

the new Commission Chair. 

2. Working Groups 

2.1 WG 1.1 International Ethics and Standards (Gary Strong) 

Gary Strong has represented FIG as a Trustee on the International Ethics Standards Coalition (IESC) with 

Brian Coutts as his substitute.  FIG is fortunate that this is also a part of Gary’s regular work at the RICS 

and as a result no costs have been incurred.  The IESC has produced a 10-point international ethical 

standard.  Quite a number of FIG Member Associations have already adopted this new ethical 

statement for themselves.  Commission 1 recommends that FIG also replace its current statement on 

ethics with this international standard, and this recommendation has been placed on the Agenda of the 

General Assembly in Istanbul.  

2.2 WG 1.2 Women in Surveying (Robyn McCutcheon and Winnie Shiu) 

The question that the Commission 1 WG 1.2 asked in the 2015 /18 plan for was - are women still 

underrepresented in the surveying industry?  It also asked if there was a need for a Women in Surveying 

Network (WiSN), to ‘spin-off’ from Commission 1 in the same way the YSN was created.  The WG is now 

attempting to find out if anything has changed from the results of earlier studies that indicated low 

numbers of women in the industry.  Statistics have been gathered over the years to monitor the 

number of women and their work in the surveying and spatial industry in Australia and New Zealand.  
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The current study includes data collected through a survey of FIG member organisations.  The aim was 

to use social networking and online communications to analyse the status of women in the surveying 

workforce across the FIG community. Using this data, the WG has been investigating if the situation is 

similar across the international FIG community.  The latest results indicate that there is little difference 

in the relative numbers of women across the Member Associations but that there is a positive climate 

for change.  It is anticipated that the WG will recommend that a Women in Surveying Network be 

created and will provide recommendations on ways to actively promote women in the surveying 

industry resulting from discussions at the Congress in Istanbul.  

2.3 WG 1.3 International Boundary Settlement and Demarcation (Don Grant) 

Don Grant and his Working Group members have been preparing a follow-up publication to FIG 

Publication 59 International Boundary Marking edited by Hiam Srebro, which was produced through 

Commission 1 in 2013.  This new volume is an addendum to # 59 and will consequently be considerably 

smaller than the original.  It is expected to be published before the end of 2018. 

2.4 WG 1.4 Forum on Engagement of Private Practitioners 

This Working Group was disbanded following the Working Week in Christchurch in 2016 through lack of 

interest and support. 

2.5 WG 1.5 Forum on Mutual Recognition (Kate Fairlie) 

A successful series of workshops were held during the WW in Helsinki in 2017.  Significant interest was 

generated in the topic and there were good attendances and much discussion at each of the sessions. A 

core outcome from the sessions was agreement on the need for a platform to assist in the 

sharing of information and guiding documents between professional associations. There was 

also considerable discussion around support for assessing international qualifications (such as 

academic), as the prerequisite step for jurisdictional registration.  The next steps for the 

Working Group will be to update the current FIG Publication No. 27 Mutual Recognition of 

Professional Qualifications and to undertake a preliminary scoping for the development of a 

information sharing platform.  Necessary on-going work in this area may be outside the ambit of 

Commission 1. 

3. Events 

It has not been necessary or appropriate for Commission 1 to undertake any events beyond the 

Congress and the intervening Working Weeks. 

4. Communication and publications 

Two newsletters have been generated by the Commission, prepared for publication by Vice Chair 

Communication and Administration Winnie Shiu, one in 2015 and one in October 2017.  As already 

indicated, it is anticipated that a formal publication will be available by the end of 2018.

Report of Activities 2017-18 (15-18) 

 

The activities of the FIG Commission 3 during the year 2017 is continuing in the study, research 
and experiences in the field of development and use of VGI, Crowdsourcing, GIS systems and SIM 
and SDI procedures.  

Commission 3, through the coordination of the Chair Enrico Rispoli and the contribution of the four 
working groups, composed of professionals and academics from around the world, has achieved 
excellent results in participations and involvements of members.   

Thanks to the cooperation of the delegates, more research have been  in simple and reliable method 
of collecting, monitoring and managing data concerning the territory (geographical, aero 
photogrammetric, geomorphological, economic, land, statistics, etc.). 

The technical and working sessions focused on the following matters: 

1) SIM Infrastructure; 
2) Technical Aspects of SIM; 
3) 3D Cadastre; 
4) Crowdsourcing and VGI supporting SDI. 
5) SDI at all levels – local, regional, national and global; 
6) SIM challenges – natural and environmental risk prevention and disaster management, 

mitigation, waste management, etc.; 
7) VGI collection, dissemination, analysis, applications, maintenance and visualization; 
8) e-Governance and SDI in supporting decision making – theory, applications and best 
practice; 
9) Integration of SDIs – cadastre, land use, utilities, environment, socio-economic; 
10) SDI interoperability – standards, technical tools, metadata, portals; 
11) 3D/4D Cadastre; 
12) Utilization of VGI and Crowdsourcing with SDI, SIM and environmental information; 
13) 2D/3D/4D geospatial models, algorithms, visualization, standards and applications; 
14) Web and mobile GIS – challenges, services and real-time capabilities; 
15) Business models and SDI, public-private partnerships and economic aspect. 
 

The importance of the general topics as SDI, SIM, GIS, etc. together with VGI and Crowdsourcing 
has drawn the attention of many delegates who have allowed to carry out interesting working 



sessions during the FIG Working Week in Helsinki and during the Commission 3 Annual Meeting 
and Workshop. 

Talking about Finland, FIG Commission 3 participated in Helsinki for the FIG Working Week 
with 5 technical sessions, 1 joint session with Commission 7 and with about 50 presentations. 

All presentations were of high scientific level, well linked to both the traditional topics of 
Commission 3 and the topic of the FIG WW 2017 “Surveying the World of tomorrow: from 
digitalisation to augmented reality”. In the technical sessions of Commission 3 significant results 
were illustrated coming from the latest research about how we collect, compare, control and manage 
the data concerning the territory. The speakers, coming from professional or academic world, 
reported and commented on their specific research or work. Such research has been the concrete 
contribution to the activity of the territorial administration of the relative countries. Governments 
which decide and make the choices need more updated spatial data for sustainable development, 
environmental protection and, above all, for the prevention of disasters.  

During the week, on Wednesday 31st May, the Annual Meeting of the Commission was held. 

During this meeting, where also new delegates participated in, the chair of the Commission, Enrico 
Rispoli, presented the structure of the Commission, gave the floor to each of the chair of the 
Working Groups to present their plans, presented the current work plan, the results of the past 
events held in Cristchurch for the FIG WW 2017 and above all the results of the event in Iasi 
November 2016 for the Annual Meeting of Commission 3 and Workshop. 

Enrico Rispoli underlined to the delegates the future commitment of the researchers participating in 
the working groups of Commission that will be to identify systems that facilitate the transition from 
the considerable amount of data to be selected and controlled to the availability of useful, accurate 
and of quality spatial information. 

Before closing the Annual Meeting the venue of the next meeting and workshop of the Commission 
was discussed and it was decided to held this meeting in Lisbon (Portugal) from 27th till 30th 
November 2017 organized by the Ordem dos Engenheiros (the Portuguese Engineers

Commission 3 was involved in the 8th edition of the International Summer School “Survey to 
Planning and Land Protection” 

Immediatly after the Working Week in Finland, Commission participated in the 8th edition of the 
International Summer School “Survey to Planning and Land Protection” held in Bari and 
Alberobello from 24th July to 3rd August 2017. The event, which this year had as major topic the 
water, "in particular the water that runs through the architecture of the Pugliese and Lucanian 
heritage: from the rock caves to the shapes, public fountains, trulli, quarries, Sassi di Matera ", was 
organized by the International Committee for Architectural Photogrammetry - COIFA and saw the 
participation of over 70 scholarship from around 12 countries. Commission 3 supported the 
participation of some Young Surveyors thanks also to the contribute received by FIG Foundation.

• Maurice Barbieri – President of the Council of European Geodetic Surveyors  

• Nikolaos Zacharias – President of the Eurorean Group of Surveyors. 

President Potsiou, congratulated FIG Commission 3 chair Enrico Rispoli and Vice chair of 
Administration Maria Scorza, as well as the Portuguese Engineers Association and its President 
Carlos Mineiro Aires and chair Maria Tereza Sa Pereira, for setting the themes, exploring the 
background and defining the goals of the workshop and for bringing together such important 
experts in the same place. She also congratulated the planners and the organizers of this event, all 
the distinguished members of both the organizing and the scientific committees for their valuable 
contributions.  

The FIG President in her speech referred to the value of geospatial information and its importance 
in implementation of the Sustainable Development Agenda by 2030. She also stated that in order to 
achieve this vision it will be necessary to improve our capacity in collecting and providing the 
necessary information reliably, affordably and timely, and she suggested that crowdsourcing is a 
developing methodology with a potential to support our efforts. She said that “the principle of 
crowdsourcing is, apparently, that more heads are better than one, and that every person has 
something of value to contribute”, and that “much of what we read about crowd sourcing has to do 
with so-called ideation meaning that the technique is applied in a search for new ideas, e.g., to 
support the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). It is used for problem solving. Crowdsourcing 
is often used in micro-tasking, that is, in breaking work up into very small tasks and sending the 
work out to the crowd.” President Potsiou clarified that “The theory is that work may be done faster 
and cheaper and with fewer errors when validation systems are in place. When used in the context 
of surveying the issue of validation is critical, and assumes a certain amount of preparation and 
training of volunteers as well as control of crowdsourced data prior to their integration with official 
databases. It may involve the collection of information that is required to be neither positionally nor 
dimensionally precise, yet important enough to achieve the SDGs, including cadaster and first 
registration where missing; and as long as positioning and validation improve, the use of 
crowdsourced information will be extended.” 

The topic proposed by Commission 3 – 2017  in Lisbon for Commission 3 Workshop “Volunteered 
Geographic Information: Emerging Applications in Public Science and Citizen Participation” was a 
theme followed with interest by the members who took part fully in all the sessions. 



The event, this year organized by Commission 3 in cooperation with the Ordem dos Engenheiros 
(the Portuguese Engineers Association) and the EgoS European Group of Sourveyors, was full of 
new research and experience on development and use of VGI, GIS, SIM, SDI, 2D/3D/4D geospatial 
models, algorithms, visualization, systems and procedures. 

The technical sessions saw 8 Keynote Speakers and over 20 Papers (3 where peer reviews) from 
authors coming from Algeria, Australia, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Indonesia, Israel, Italy, Malta, 
Nigeria, Benin, Portugal, Romania, Sierra Leone, Spain, Switzerland, Turkey, United Kingdom, 
USA. 

These papers explained how spatial information management is having great development, 
especially in relation to the ways in which geographic and territorial data are collected, processed 
and disseminated for public, commercial, historical and touristic use.  

All the papers aroused the interest of important scientific journal in the field of surveying that 
promoted our event and asked to publish the proceedings. These journals are: 

1) ISPRS International Journal of Geo-Information that has created a special edition website 
for our event and for more information you will find some flyers;  

2) Cambridge Scholars Publishing that with the proceedings wants to create a Manual/Book. 

This year the FIG Commission 3 Workshop elaborated better the fields where crowdsourcing is of 
great value for the surveying profession in order to obtain affordable geospatial data reliably and 
timely, as well as it will investigate what are the validation systems available to the surveyor in such 
an operation. 

VGI, another theme of the workshop, in the age of the internet of things, is a capability and also an 
inescapable tool in the present and future for better and faster geospatial knowledge and, more than 
a threat for the surveyors community, it will have to be a source for their professional activity . 

The integration of VGI in Spatial Data Infrastructure  (SDI) is a big challenge for our community. 

The three days workshop and meeting was a great opportunity to meet with professional and 
academic colleagues in the field of surveying and to follow the reports of international members 
about the latest and curious news. 

As usually Commission 3 does, also this year was elected the best paper between the peer reviews 
ones  (many papers deserved in the same way and over 35 participants voted) and also one paper 
was chosen as FIG paper of the month. 

 The best paper elected was “VGI in 3D Cadastre: A Modern Approach” by Maria Gkeli, 
Charalabos Iannodis and Chryssy Potsiou;  

 while the paper chosen as FIG article of the month was by Prof. Josè Antonio Tenedorio 
“How can 3D models and augmented reality visualization based on mobile platform enhance the 
value of urban heritage?” 

Many papers have received special mention for the interesting content and also for the innovative 
style of illustration on the panel. 

Joining FIG Commission 3 activities in Lisbon has been an excellent chance for increasing the 
international participation and this fact has helped every participant to exchange and  enhance their 
experiences enabling all people to exchange new ideas and initiating new common projects. All 



these will help the development of the Commission 3 activities and geodetic profession role in the 
society.  

During the Workshop a Meeting was held between CLGE (Council of European Geodetic 
Surveyors) represented by the President Maurice Barbieri, SOGEI (Italian Society of Information 
and Communication Technology) represented by Ing. Roberto Capua and Commission 3 
represented by the President Enrico Rispoli. This meeting was about the launch of a project 
regarding the European Global Navigation Satellite System within the proposal Horizon 2020 and 
will involve also another Italian Company which is GEOWEB (Italian Company providing 
Telematic Services for Users), and currently Corporate Member of FIG. A webinar between the 
partners above followed in the month of December 2017 and since January 2018 the project will be 
put into practice. 

During the workshop, a very important exhibition took place for celebrating the “150 years of the 
Border Treaty: military missions of sovereignty and border representations”.  

The exhibition, which was presented at the end of the Opening Ceremony, was very interesting and 
was about the history of demarcation of boundaries of Spain and Portugal: “With a centuries-old 
border dating to the Treaty of Alcanices (1297), Portugal and Spain began to more rigorously define 
and demarcate their border in the middle of the nineteenth century. The efforts involved Army 
officers, who always led, on the Portuguese side, the technical delegations established by the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Initially comprising only two representatives of each country, the 
Commission expanded over time. Even today, the Centro de Informação Geoespacial do Exército 
[Army Center of Geospatial Information] continues to assume responsibility for its maintenance in 
tandem with its Spanish counterpart”. The exposition was guided by Prof. Dr. Maria Helena Dias 
and the President of the Army Geospacial Information Centre, Colonel José Rodrigues. 

Joining FIG Commission 3 activities in Lisbon has been an excellent chance for increasing the 
international participation and this fact has helped every participant to exchange and  enhance their 
experiences enabling all people to exchange new ideas and initiating new common projects. All 
these will help the development of the Commission 3 activities and geodetic profession role in the 
society.  

As a result of this important scientific event, Commission 3 expects the presentation of numerous 
papers for the sessions of the upcoming Working Week and FIG Congress which will take place on 
6-11 May 2018, in Istanbul, Turkey.

Background  
 
The WG 4.1 2015-2018 Work Plan was approved at the Commission 4 Annual General Meeting 
on 18 May 2015 during the FIG Working Week 2015in Sofia, Bulgaria. WG 4.1 was renamed 
(from WG 4.2) at the Commission 4 Annual General Meeting held on June 2014, during the FIG 
Congress 2014in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia. WG 4.2 had been moribund for a number of years and 
one of the goals of the incoming Commission 4 Chair, Mrs Angela Etuonovbe, was to focus the 
Commission’s efforts on having relevant and meaningful input into hydrographic standards and 
guidelines, hence the WG’s re-invigoration and renaming. 
 
The intent of WG 4.1, as set out in the current work plan, is to deliver tangible but realistic 
outcomes based on the agreed objectives of: 
— Assisting in the development and recognition of standards of competency for hydrographic 
surveyors. 
— Assisting in the development of technical standards and guidelines. 
— Assisting with review of standards and guidelines. 
— Promoting the need for, and benefits of, professional hydrographic surveyor certification. 
 
Outcomes 
 
WG 4.1 has committed itself to a number of specific outcomes based on these agreed objectives 
over the period of the work plan as follows: 
— Broaden the membership of WG 4.1 
— Support the International Hydrographic Organization (IHO) through the work of its 
HydrographicServices and Standards Committee (HSSC) by participating in HSSC working 
groups to review hydrographic standards and guidelines, primarily: 



 S-44 – IHO Standards for Hydrographic Surveys (the most recent version is the 5th  
  Edition, February 2008). 
 S-100 – IHO Universal Hydrographic Data Model (January 2010) 
— Support FIG members on the FIG/IHO/ICA International Board of Competence for 
Hydrographic Surveyors and Nautical Cartographers (IBSC) in reviewing and updating 
competency standards, namely: 
 S-5A – Standards of Competence for Category ‘A’ Hydrographic Surveyors (August 
 2016). 
 S-5B – Standards of Competence for Category ‘B’ Hydrographic Surveyors (February 
 2015). 
—- Represent Commission 4 on the FIG Standards Network and other international fora where 
appropriate. 
—- Support the work of other FIG Commissions and Working Groups, and participate in 
Commission 4 events where possible. 
 
Progress Against WG 4.1 Objectives/Outcomes 
 
— Broaden WG 4.1 membership 
 
Two members stood down from the WG in 2016 and two additional member, Mattieu Bestile 
(Australia) and Neil Hewitt have subsequently joined. Simon Ironside (New Zealand)assumed the 
role as Chair in February 2016. 
 
Additional members will continue to be sought with the aim being to ensure the WG encompasses 
appropriate international expertise to be able to make meaningful contributions to WG 
outcomes/deliverables.  
 
— HSSC Involvement  
 
Working Group 4.1 is represented on the following HSSC Working Groups 
 
— S–44 
 
The IHO Project Team on Standards for Hydrographic Surveys (HSPT) was established on 3 
March 2017. The HSPT Chair is Christophe Vrignaud (France). The Vice Chair is Nickolás de 
Andrade Roscher (Brazil). Working Group 4.1 is accredited to the HSPT with Observer Status and 
is actively involved with the S-44 review. 
The HSPT remit is to review S-44 (5th Edition), identify any deficiencies and following the review 
update and prepare the 6th Edition of S-44.The first meeting of the HSPT was held at SHOM 
offices in Paris in June 2017.Unfortunately the WG 4.1 Chair was unable to attend Outcomes from 
this meeting were: 
 
Questions highlighted 
 
—  Does the S-44 need to be more constrained or at the opposite, more flexible in order to 
accommodate data that might be less accurate but remain priceless when information is missing? 



—  Knowledge of the hydrographic surveys standards is very important not only for the 
hydrographic community, but also for private/public contracting bodies. 
— Does the S-44 have to deal exclusively with safety of navigation or take into account other 
hydrographic needs?”  
 
10 limitations identified 
 
1 - S-44 only focused on a final objective which is the nautical chart, with a depth classification 
(possible solution: matrix or updated table) 
2 - Difficulty to have an overview of all requirements (possible solution: matrix or updated table) 
3 - Limited number of definitions (possible solution: support and liaison with the DQWG and 
VIM3) 
4 - Misalignment between S-44 and CATZOC (possible solution: contacts with S-101WG and 
DQWG) 
5 - Grid resolution and bathymetric surfaces not addressed (contact with S-102) 
6 - Confusion between a-priori TPU and a-posteriori Qualification (review specific chapters of the 
S-44) 
7 - S-44 should remain specific technologies neutral (review specific chapters of the S-44) 
8 - Confusion of attribute in metadata 
9 - Outdated chapters 
10 - Annexes A & B to be placed in C-13 - Manual on Hydrography 
 
Questionnaire 
 
- 547 respondents to questionnaire designed to gauge views of S-44 users by closing date of end 
November 2017. The WG 4.1 Chair has been involved in the analysis of the questions, which is 
largely complete and will inform the preparation of the 6th Edition.   
 
“Table 1” case 
 
—  Three modifications to the S-44 “Table 1”are under consideration: 
—  Option A: “Table 1” with slight modifications, like new lines dealing with “current/tidal stream 
measurement”, “seafloor characterization” (already mandatory but not presented inside Table 1” so 
far). New information such as “survey grid resolution”, “grid sounding density” …can be added. 
— Option B: Option A + “Matrix Approach”. This Matrix approach keeps the same lines used in 
Table 1, but with other values, for other needs, but still focused on Hydrography but not necessary 
dedicated for safety of navigation.  
— Option C: Option B + “Recommandations”. This last option adds a table with recommendations 
for dedicated surveys, like, Under Keel Clearance management, Marine Renewable Energy, 
Dredging …   
 
Next meeting of the HSPT is in July 2018in Brazil and will be attended by WG 4.1 member Neil 
Hewitt. 
 
S-100 
 



The S-100 Working Group is already established within the HSSC. The Chair is Julia Powell 
(USA) and Vice Chair is Yong BAEK (Republic of Korea). The WG 4.1 Chair has been awarded 
Expert Contributor status to the S-100 Working Group with the Vice Chair accepted as an 
alternate. 
 
The Working Group’s remit is to maintain, develop and extend S-100 Universal Hydrographic 
Data Model and S-99 Operational Procedures for the Organisation and Management of the S-100 
Geospatial Information Registry.  
 
The S-100 Working Group Chair has been advised that WG 4.1 will undertake any S-100 review 
work from a hydrographic surveying perspective and will assist the S-100 WG in any way we can. 
 
IBSC Involvement 
 

WG 4.1 has reviewed the first draft of S-5A Standards of Competence for Category ‘A’ 
Hydrographic Surveyors. The consolidated Commission 4 submission was sent to the IBSC 
Secretariat on 6 April 2016.WG 4.1 is now recognised by IBSC as an Expert Contributor and has 
been asked to be involved in the review of S-8A&B Standards of Competence for Nautical 
Cartographers.  
 
The WG 4.1 Chair attended the FIG/IHO/ICA IBSC40 Stakeholders meeting held in Wellington 
NZ on 29 March 2017 via teleconference.Highlights of the 40th IBSC meeting included 
 
1. Review of eight (8) submissions from tertiary education providers seeking course recognition. 
After presentations the Board recognised the majority of the submissions with some conditions 
included for several of them 
2. Review of annual reports from several institutions running IBSC recognised courses. 
3. Review and completion of S-8A&B Member State feedback, preparation of response and final 
version. 
4. Briefly review ofthe recently released S-5A&B. 
5. Review of the S-8 Guidelines 
6. Agreement to create an FAQ site with a list of Category B and A surveyors, initially internally, 
on the IHO IBSC web page.  
 
There was also considerable discussion around the courses & table of recognition.  
 
Professional Practice Working Group 
 
A Professional Practice Working Group consisting of NZIS Hydrography Professional Stream, 
SSSI Hydrography Commission and Australasian Hydrographic Society members has been set up 
to provide input into proposed Australasian hydrography regulatory changes and review of 
relevant standards and guidelines. Their brief also includes review of S-44, S-100 & possibly S-8 
with feedback to the IHO Working Groups and IBSC via WG 4.1. 
 
FIG Standards Network 
 
The Standards Network was advised of the WG 4.1 work plan at the Standards Network meeting at 
the FIG Working Week 2017 in Helsinki, Finland. Work on the relationship is ongoing. 



 
FIG and Commission 4 Support 
This deliverable remains an ongoing WG 4.1 commitment. Only one development has arisen 
during the period: 
 

 Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors (RICS) Support 
 
 WG 4.1 has been asked, and has agreed in principle, to contribute to the  hydrographic 
 component of the RICS International Property Measurement Standards (IPMS). FIG 
 remains a key member of IPMS Coalition. However nothing has eventuated to date. 
 
IHO South West Pacific Hydrographic Commission 
 
At the Commission 4 AGM held during FIG Working Week 2016 in Christchurch it was agreed 
that members would approach the IHO Hydrographic Commissions to offer hydrographic 
surveying assistance. 
The South West Pacific Hydrographic Commission is yet to be engaged by WG 4.1. However, it is 
intended to work on this relationship in order to provide support and relevant technical input to the 
work of the Commission on behalf of FIG 
 
WG 4.1 Webpage 
 
A WG 4.1 page has been established on the FIG (Commission 4)website and all reports, 
membership details, the Work Plan, Terms of Reference etc. have been posted there and will be 
updated as work progresses.

Mr. Gordon Johnston(United Kingdom) 
 
Mr. Gordon Johnston, Vice-Chair (Administration and Communication) as well as Vice Chair 
Working Group 4.3 - Blue Economy has over the last three plus years performed the usual duties 
of the position related to maintaining communication among Commission 4 members, 
communicating with the public on Commission 4 business, and handling the administrative tasks 
of the Commission. Mr. Johnston has been and still is an active member and FIG representative of 
the FIG/IHO/ICA International Board on Standards of Competence for Hydrographic Surveyors 
and Nautical Cartographers (IBSC). Mr. Johnston also acts as the de facto FIG-IHO Liaison, and 
since 2011 has worked to strengthen ties between the two organizations.  
 
 
During 2017 it was a quieter period for the WG with a number of presentations and talks given at 
various professional and trade events to develop the beneficial aspects of surveying our oceans.  
These included: 
 
— Canada: CARIS 2017 Trade Conference 
— USA, Norway, Canada: Atlantic Seabed International Mapping Workgroup meetings 
— Netherlands: Collaborative effort with Land Registry and Cadastre experts in Europe to 
assess the potential benefits of a Marine Cadastre. 
 



FIG Representation At The Inaugural UN Ocean Conference 
 
A key event was the UN SGD 14 Ocean event in NY in June. See the document at the end of this 
report. The meeting was a first for the UN to dedicate their General Assembly to the Oceans. It 
was a really exciting and busy few days with dignitaries, media personalities, wealthy charitable 
figures lining up to support the reduction in pollution, better knowledge and management of the 
seas and oceans. Music to our ears although the awareness of Hydrography is still relatively low. 
That said the interest was in the dynamic groups who use social media and tag lines to promote 
their message. 
 
Strategically the UN represent a very important opportunity for FIG engage and build 
momentum on the importance of the oceans and their management. 
 
The main effort in this last period has to be consolidate and develop a final WG report on the Blue 
Economy as a vehicle to support FIG promote and further develop related topics and themes 
related to the economic and benefits of the oceans and a better understanding of them. 
What else has taken place? 
 
The final paper will be presented at this WW2018 on the Blue Economy and seek support 
and advice on possible future and forward elements related to this topic. 
 
It is fair to say the above events are only loosely tied and associated with the core issue of the Blue 
Economy and the socio-economic analysis and promotion of the importance of our oceans as a 
source of wealth and (food security, climate, safety etc) benefits to all. However the whole aspect 
of our Oceans and their importance is intimately tied to and integrated with wider regional land, 
political, food supply, rights and social benefits and as such cannot be viewed in complete 
isolation. 
 
In fact this is potentially one of the challenges: that to generate interest and support for the 
preservation and economic sustainability of our oceans through hydrography we need to generate a 
compelling story with social interest, media attention but hopefully to avoid a disaster to make this 
happen. 
 
Ongoing work is focused on developing the final WG4.3 report on Blue Growth and the Blue 
Economy which it is hoped will be complete and available at the FIG Working Week. 
 
The UN Oceans Conference June 2017 
 

General 
 

This was the first UN conference to focus solely on our oceans and was very well attended by 
some 6000 delegates, UN member state representatives, civil society organizations and numerous 
and varied international organizations and NGO's.  
 
The 5 day event comprises a series of plenary meetings in the UN's main congress hall, a number 
of partnership dialogue were also held throughout the week. The UN included a celebration of 
World Hydrography Day on the 8th June that included a celebration of ocean community and 
traditional living from Small Island Developing States. The remainder of the event was taken up 



with over 100 Side Events that aimed to galvanize opinion and promote specific aspects of the 
SDG 14 in relation to climate change, pollution and sustainable food resources. These smaller 
focused events provided an opportunity to hear stakeholders and regional perspectives and to 
network amongst many representatives and delegates. 
 
In representing Commission 4 it was difficult to know before hand which ones would be of value 
and could be of relevance to Hydrography. In sense each and every bit of the Ocean event was 
however it was necessary to identify possible opportunities to increase networks, links and 
collaborations.  Also the venue and number of parallel sessions, meetings, events and delegates 
made for a hectic and at times challenging week. 
 
Themes and Partner Dialogues: 
 
The Partner Dialogues developed as a series of 7 themes that provided a focus on the resources, 
initiatives and efforts of many of the volunteering organizations. These were expressed by 
contributions submitted as Concept Papers. In addition to these written papers from the Partner 
Dialogues there were over 1300 Volunteer Commitments submitted.  
 
Of particular interest to FIG are themes 2, 4, 6 and 7 which are presented in the table below. 
 
Theme 1 Addressing marine pollution 
Theme 2 Managing, protecting, conserving and restoring marine and coastal 

ecosystems 
Theme 3 Minimizing and addressing ocean acidification 
Theme 4 Making fisheries sustainable 
Theme 5 Increasing economic benefits to small island developing States and least 

developed countries and providing access for small-scale artisanal fishers to 
marine resources and markets 

Theme 6 Increasing scientific knowledge, and developing research capacity and 
transfer of marine technology 

Theme 7 Enhancing the conservation and sustainable use of oceans and their 
resources by implementing international law as reflected in the United 
Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea 

 
These themes were supported by two Member States as co-chairs, one from a developed country 
and one from a SIDS or developing country.  Each theme was aired and presentations made on the 
topic however all real decision s were already formulated into the action plan. The connection for 
FIG to the action plan points is described later.

The International Federation of Surveyors promotes and is committed to the development of a 
better understanding and knowledge of our environment. The use of geospatial information is 
considered critical to the successful implementation of the UNs Sustainable Development Goals 
(SDGs), in particular themes 2, 4, 6 and 7. 
 
FIG maintains a commission (Commission 4 Hydrography) to focus on the challenges and 
opportunities associated with the seas and oceans and in relation to the UN Conference offers the 
following:  
 
International Standards 
 
FIG Commission 4 shall continue to review and maintain International Standards for the 
Competency of Hydrographic Surveyors and Nautical Cartographers who work to collect and 
share marine and hydrographic geospatial data in support of capacity development, safety of 
transport and the responsible development and recovery of resources. 
 
Capacity Development 
 
The oceans and seas are the majority of the earth’s surface and as such require to properly 
managed in a responsible and sustainable manner. FIG Commission 4 will contribute and support 
initiatives to develop capacity in relation to surveying and monitoring of the oceans for the benefits 
of all. This may be in promoting the adoption of clear technical standards, creating centres of 
training and expertise as well as improving the understanding and awareness of governments of the 
importance in data collection, management and distribution. 
 
FIG Foundation 
 
FIG Commission 4 members are able to apply to the FIG Foundation for contributions to a 
sustainable future for the seas and oceans through the granting of scholarships to develop curricula 
for surveying education, training and capacity development; encourage research into disciplines of 
surveying and geospatial data management; promote learning, knowledge management and 
continuing professional development in support of the disciplines of surveying and support and 
promote young professionals and events in cooperation with other international agencies and 
organizations. 
 
The implications and impact on FIG 
 
This was a very busy and a totally inspiring event was really interesting in that showed just how 
many agencies, NGO's, charitable groups, societies, industry, academia and other organizations are 
active in supporting SDG14. 
 
The Oceans are vital to our planet and this is already very much recognised and being promoted 
and developed by groups. 
 
The potential is huge as the current situation has not matured nor developed into any mainstream 
activity.  However the lack of geospatial data, cohesive and sustainable marine planning and an 
awareness of the importance of good governance and responsible management of the oceans and 



seas represents a huge opportunity for FIG to play a crucial and influential role in developing and 
empowering areas, countries and regions to develop a sustainable food supply living in harmony 
with other stakeholders and user communities whilst maintaining and even preserving our natural 
world. 
  
The Voluntary Commitment covers three areas or themes: 
 
International Standards:  we are already active but only in a narrow academic competency 
sense not the wider geospatial planning, legal frameworks and cadastral sense. 
 
This is an area we are engaged with some other groups in Europe looking at studying and 
recommending how Marine Cadastre could develop and evolve.  
 
We could develop a more concrete FIG approach that was directly related to the SDG targets and 
was visible on the main stage rather than in a Commission. 
 
Capacity Development: again an area where we are engaged with the international 
community but only in the sense of raising awareness and offering a stakeholder view on the 
surveying of the seas and oceans. 
 
Can we gather an army of volunteers to collect data, process data or teach and train eager students 
in less well developed regions? Who would fund such a charitable venture?  What other practical 
actions can FIG take? 
 
FIG Foundation: In supporting and encouraging our Young Surveyors we offer some hope 
and potential for the future. IN reality though this is not connected nor engaged with those who are 
involved in the seas and oceans and unless specifically allocated funds Commission 4 will struggle 
to obtain a) interest and applications and b) successful deployment of young surveyors. 
 
This view can be challenged but overall the available funds are simply not sufficient to support 
more than 1 student per year. Again how do we develop and expand this when others too are 
promoting opportunities that may be argued as being more mainstream and therefore attractive. 
 
A question for FIG Council to consider is if there is interest in FIG taking action of real value to 
impact and benefit the ocean based community and society. Either unilaterally or perhaps ideally 
in collaboration with other stakeholder groups.

FIG Commission 5 – Positioning and Measurement 

 
Report of Activities 2017-18 (15-18) 

 

1. General 

The Commission 5 2015-18 work plan consists of realising tangible outcomes for our already well-known 

FIVE missions, which are - 

• FOCUS on modern technologies, technical developments and applications.  

• FACILITATE and follow technical developments through collaborations with other FIG Commissions 
and like organisations.  

• FOSTER and support research and development and stimulate new ideas in the fields of expertise 
represented within the commission.  

• FORMULATE and formalise collaboration with manufacturers on the improvement of 
instrumentation and associated software.  

• FIG EVENTS - present and promote the work of the Commission and its working groups through 
technical events and necessary media.  

In year 2017, Commission 5 has been focused on the technical activities for the FIG operational surveyor. 

Our activities have been associated with the technical programme for the FIG 2017 Working Week on 29 

May -2 June 2017 in Hesinki, Finland. On 20 April 2017, the FIG/SSUGT Cost Effectove Positioning and Geo 

Data Seminar was held within the frame of ”Interexpo GEO-Siberia 2017” in Novosibirsk, Russia. The 

FIG/IAG/ UN-GGIM-AP/ICG/GSI/JFS Technical Seminar on Reference Frame in Practice was held on 29-30 

July 2017 in Kobe, Japan. The next Technical Seminar on Reference Frame in Practice will be held on 04-05 

May 2018 in Istanbul,Turkey. One special session FIG Commission ”Trends in GNSS” was orgnized by 

Commsion 5 within the Intergeo conference in Berlin on 26-28 September 2017, members of Commission 5 

have made their presenatations in this session. One seminar ”Digital Geodesy for Smart Cities-Reference 

Frames, Positioning, Surveying and BIM” will be organised by Commission 5,6, and 10 within the 

international symposium GeoPreVi 2018 in Bucharest, Romania on 25-26 October 2018. 

We have also continued our effective collaboration with our international sister organisations to promote 

and fulfil the FIG objectives and the FIVE missions of our work plan.  

A summary of the working group activities in 2017 is as follows. 
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2. Working Groups 

2.1 WG 5.1 – Standards, Quality Assurance and Calibration 

Chaired by David Martin 

Standards play an important role in surveying. This is particularly true with modern instrumentation that 

produces measurements and results from black box solutions not fully understood by the average 

practicing surveyor. So even if surveyors are not directly implicated, they are implicitly very reliant upon 

standards underpinning the correct functioning of their instruments. 

Working Group 5.1 actively participates in technical sessions, technical seminars and presentations for FIG 

Working Weeks and Congresses.   

Importantly Working Group 5.1 is the contact for FIG liaison to the ISO Technical Commission (TC) 211 

(http://www.isotc211.org/) and Technical Committee ISO/TC 172/SC 6.  

ISO TC 211 is concerned with standardization in the field of digital geographic information.  This 

commission aims to establish a structured set of standards for information concerning objects or 

phenomena that are directly or indirectly associated with a location relative to the Earth.  These standards 

may specify, for geographic information, methods, tools and services for data management (including 

definition and description), acquiring, processing, analysing, accessing, presenting and transferring such 

data in digital/electronic form between different users, systems and locations. The work links to 

appropriate standards for information technology and data where possible, and provides a framework for 

the development of sector-specific applications using geographic data. At present, Nic Donnelly, from Land 

Information New Zealand, is the FIG liaison to TC211. 

ISO/TC 172/SC 6 deals more closely with the hands on details related to using classical surveying 

instruments. These standards deal with field procedures for testing geodetic and surveying instruments 

such as theodolite, total stations levels and GNSS in real-time kinematic (RTK).  

A principal aim of Working Group 5.1 remains the examination and promotion of guidelines and 

recommendations for standards and quality in survey measurements based on the ISO Guide to 

Uncertainty in Measurement (GUM) and its supplements. 

2.2 WG 5.2 – 3D Reference Frames 

Chaired by Nic Donnelly 

The role of 3D reference frames as fundamental infrastructure for communities is increasingly recognised, 

most notably through the 2015 resolution of the United Nations General Assembly entitled A global 

geodetic reference frame for sustainable development. Robust, accurate and easily-accessible 3D reference 

frames are critical to support applications such ashazard monitoring and modelling, infrastructure 

development, land use planning, environmental analysis and cadastral definition. Increasingly, the 3D 

reference frame is used as a mechanism to conveniently access the vertical orthometric reference frame 

which is so critical to engineering applications. 
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Working Group 5.2 is focussed on the 3D reference frame as represented by either geocentric (X, Y, Z) or 

geographic (latititude, longitude, ellipsoidal height) coordinates. It complements and closely aligns with WG 

5.3 – Vertical Reference Frames, which focusses on non-ellipsoidal height systems. Members of this 

working group are focussed on education and guidance on the practical aspects of implementing and using 

3D reference frames. Areas of research and operational interest include deformation modelling, reference 

frame transformations, GNSS utilization, time-dependent coordinates and reference frame standardization. 

As in previous years, working group members have focussed on organising and presenting at technical 

sessions and seminars. The highlight of 2017 was the Technical Seminar on Reference Frames in Practice 

held in Kobe on 29-30 July 2017, organised in conjunction with IAG and other partners. Work is well 

underway on preparations for the two-day reference frames seminar to be held immediately prior to the 

2018 FIG Congress in Istanbul. 

2.3 WG 5.3 – Vertical Reference Frames 

Chaired by Kevin M. Kelly and Dan Roman 

Established at the 2014 FIG Congress in Kuala Lumpur, WG5.3 – Vertical Reference Frames (VRF) addresses 

issues involving heights and height which impact environmental phenomena such as sea level rise, climate 

change and other geodynamic processes. Practical geodetic issues related to WG5.3 include:  relationships 

and links between land-based vertical datums and ocean tidal datums, gravimetric geoid based national 

vertical reference systems (or datums), regional and global height system unification, ongoing deterioration 

of classical vertical control networks, usefulness of existing leveling data, and of course, GNSS heighting. 

Our aim is to provide tools so that geomatics practitioners can effectively understand and use VRF’s in their 

day to day work or implement VRF’s in their national jurisdictions.  

Our focus over this past year has been education, with two workshops addressing, among other things, 

vertical and 3D geometric-kinematic reference frames (in conjuction with WG5.2). A Technical Seminar on 

Reference Frames in Practice was held in Kobe on 29-30 July 2017 in conjunction with the International 

Association of Geodesy (IAG) Scientific Assembly. Key topics covered included geometric and vertical 

reference frame theory, crustal deformation theory, vertical reference frames and GIS, national reference 

frame case studies and capacity development of the FIG Asia Pacific Capacity Development Network. The 

seminar attracted 68 delegates from 19 different countries. Another Technical Seminar on Reference 

Frames in Practice will be held at the FIG Congress in Istanbul on 4-5 May 2018. The seminar aims at 

surveyors, spatial professionals, students and operational geodesists interested in learning more about 

practical aspects of reference frames. The two-day seminar will address reference frame fundamentals with 

emphasis on crustal deformation datum unification. 

2.4 WG 5.4 – GNSS 

Chaired by Suelynn Choy 

The GNSS working group continues to support international R&D activities in GNSS through participation in 

the ION Pacific PNT and GNSS+ Meetings, Multi-GNSS Asia Conference, International Symposium on GNSS, 

INTERGEO and etc. Focus areas are in multi-constellation multi-frequency GNSS precise positioning and 

efficient delivery of high precision GNSS positioning which includes satellite based augmentation services. 
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The WG 5.4 also continues to represent FIG at the UN International Committee on GNSS (UN ICG) and 

contribute towards the activities and recommendations of the UN ICG Working Group D. In addition, the 

WG is working with IAG contributing towards their effort in enhancing integer ambiguity resolution for 

multi-GNSS PPP and PPP-RTK. 

In 2017, Suelynn Choy was elected as a steering committee member of Multi-GNSS Asia. The key objective 

of Multi-GNSS Asia is to encourage and promote utilisation and applications of satellite positioning, 

navigation and timing services in the Asia and Oceania region. This region is a unique place that will see the 

earliest and highest level of coverage from the new and mondernised GNSS satellites. The WG is actively 

supporting Multi-GNSS Asia for the upcoming Multi-GNSS Asia Conference to be held in Melbourne, 

Australia, from 23-25 October 2018. WG 5.4 will participate in the upcoming RTCM SC-104 Meeting in 

Sydney, Australia, from 5-6 February 2018. 

In January 2018, Suelynn Choy presented a lecture on GNSS Precise Point Positioning at a training 

programme on GNSS organised by the Asian Institute of Technology, Thailand; UN ICG; S4D/CSIS, and The 

University of Tokyo. The training course was designed for those who would like to learn about GNSS. 

2.5 WG 5.5 – Multi-Sensor-Systems 

Chaired by Allison Kealy and Günther Retscher (IAG) 

WG5.5 is a joint working group between FIG and IAG. In 2017 activity centered around multi-sensor 

systems for GNSS difficult environments. Two specific areas were indoor positioning and autonomous 

vehicles in urban environments.  

A major activity undertaken by members of the joint IAG Working Group WG 4.1.1 and FIG WG 5.5 was 

field experiments at the Ohio State University In October 2017. These revolved around the concept of 

collaborative navigation, and partially indoor navigation. Collaborative positioning is an integrated 

positioning solution which employs multiple location sensors with different accuracy on different platforms 

for sharing of their absolute and relative localizations. Typical application scenarios are dismounted 

soldiers, swarms of UAV’s, team of robots, emergency crews and first responders. The stakeholders of the 

solution (i.e., mobile sensors, users, fixed stations and external databases) are involved in an iterative 

algorithm to estimate or improve the accuracy of each node’s position based on statistical models. For this 

purpose different sensor platforms have been fitted with similar type of sensors, such as geodetic and low-

cost high-sensitivity GNSS receivers, tactical grade IMU’s, MEMS-based IMU’s, miscellaneous sensors, 

including magnetometers, barometric pressure and step sensors, as well as image sensors, such as digital 

cameras and Flash LiDAR, and ultra-wide band (UWB) receivers.  

A novel approach for positioning with Wi-Fi was initiated and developed at TU Wien (Vienna University of 

Technology) under the lead of Guenther Retscher. This approach for localization and tracking of mobile 

smartphone users is termed Differential Wi-Fi (DWi-Fi) by analogy with DGPS. From reference stations 

deployed in the area of interest differential measurement corrections are derived and applied at the mobile 

user side. Hence, range or coordinate corrections can be estimated from a network of reference station 

observations as it is done in common CORS GNSS networks. A low-cost realization with Raspberry Pi units 
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has been realized for these reference stations. These units serve at the same time as Access Points (APs) 

broadcasting Wi-Fi signals as well as reference stations scanning the receivable Wi-Fi signals of the 

surrounding APs. As the RSS measurements are carried out continuously at the reference stations 

dynamically changing maps of RSS distributions, so-called radio maps, can be derived. The DWi-Fi concept 

was evaluated in several field campaigns conducted at TU Wien, RMIT University and The University of 

Melbourne as well as at the Ohio State University.  

The working group also maintained a strong and active presence at the following international events 

through participation in coordinating workshops, scientific and organizing committees, delivering short 

courses and tutorial, publishing papers and presentations, session chairing, etc.  

• ION ITM, California, USA, Jan 30-Feb 2, 2017 

• ION Pacific PNT 2017, Honolulu, Hawaii, May 1-4, 2017 

• FIG Working Week, Helsinki, Finland, May 29-June 2, 2017  

• ION GNSS, Portland, Oregon, USA, Sep. 25-29, 2017 

• Mobile Mapping Symposium, Cairo, Egypt, May 6-8, 2017 

• IAG-IASPEI, Kobe, Japan, July 30-Aug. 4, 2017 

Upcoming work will consist the continuation of the research in the field of ubiquitious localization of 

smartphone users as well as other sensor platforms in combined out/indoor environments. The evaluation 

and analyses of the collected measurement data at the conducted field campaigns is well under way and 

will be continued. Results will be presented at the FIG General Assembly in Istanbul, Turkey and upcoming 

ION PLANS and GNSS+ as well as IPIN conferences.   

2.6 WG 5.6 – Cost Effective Positioning  

Chaired by Leonid A. Lipatnikov 

For the WG 5.6 the most important accomplishment of the year 2017 was organizing the Cost Effective 

Positioning and Geo Data Seminar which took place in Novosibirsk, Russia on 20 April. The primary 

objective of the Seminar was to shape a vision for the future of cost-effective positioning technologies. The 

seminar was aimed at bringing developers of precise low-cost solutions, surveyors, and other potential 

users together. The agenda of the seminar covered both hardware and software solutions. Access to the 

Seminar was open to all participants of Interexpo Geo-Siberia. The total number of attendees at the 

Seminar was more than 60 including participants from Russia, Germany, and Belgium. Handouts and photos 

of the Seminar can be found at http://www.fig.net/news/news_2017/04_comm5_novosibirsk.asp 

An online lecture “Precise Point Positioning: Principles, Applications, Prospects” was given by Leonid 

Lipatnikov on March 1, 2017 in the frame of webinar series organized by Alexander Ustinov. Especial 

attention was payed to cost-efficiency aspects of PPP, including free software, free online processing 

services, free data sources, and prospects of free real-time access to correction data via satellite based 

augmentation systems. The lecture attracted 86 attendees online, gained more than 1,100 watches over 11 

months.

The Cost Effectove Positioning and Geo Data Seminar was orgnised together with Siberian State University 

of Geosystems and Technologies (SSUGT). Technical Seminar on Reference Frame in Practice in 2017 was 

orginised togother with IAG, UN-GGIM-AP,ICG, Geospatial Information Authority of Japan (GSI) as well as 

Japan Federation of Surveyors (JFS). Digital Geodesy for Smart Cities-Reference Frames, Positioning, 

Surveying and BIM Seminar will be organised together with Romanian Surveyors Union and Romanian 

Association of Private Surveyors. 

3.3 Cooperation with UN 

In December 2017, Suelynn Choy and FIG Vice President Mikael Lilje attended the 12th meeting of the UN 

ICG, in Kyoto, Japan, from 2-7 December 2017. The report can be found:

3.4 Cooperation with ISO 

Nic Donnelly, Chair of Working Group 5.2 is also the FIG special liaison to ISO/TC211. As part of this role, he 

represents FIG on the Control Body for the ISO Geodetic Registry. This registry is being developed to 

provide an authoritative source of 3D and vertical reference frame data, primarily to support the geospatial 

community. He is also a member of the project team for ISO19161 Geographic information -- Geodetic 

references -- Part 1: The international terrestrial reference system (ITRS) and the editing committee for ISO 

19111 Geographic information -- Spatial referencing by coordinates. These development/revision of these 

standards will make it easier for the geospatial community to correctly and efficiently utilise geodetic 

reference frames.

2. Working Groups 

The following working groups formed the operational basis for the administration of 
Commission 8 and its programs;

FIG Commission 10 – CONSTRUCTION ECONOMICS AND 

MANAGEMENT 
 

Report of Activities 2017 
 

1. General 
Commission 10 intends to leverage on FIG’s network of members organisations to promote the 
profession of QS/CE and PM/CM which are either non-existent or lacking in many countries 
especially the under-developed and developing countries.  There are also developed countries 
that do not have the profession of QS/CE or PM/CM. Specific activities aimed at these 
countries include development of standards for construction and cost management and 
contribution to appropriate Continuing Professional Development programmes. 

In 2017 we see the successful launch of the International Construction Measurement Standard 
(ICMS) which will see a signification harmonisation of the practice of construction cost reporting 
across the globe in the years to come.  The interest among FIG members on Building 
Information Modelling (BIM) continues to grow and the Pre-Working Week Conference on BIM 
has drawn large crowd. 

2. Working Groups 

2.1 Working Group 10.1 – International Construction Measurement Standards 
 

Following the launch of draft standard for public consultation on 11 November 2016 at RICS 
Headquarters, London, more comments were received.  Subsequently the second draft for 
public consultation was issued in Mid-March 2017 and consultation period closed on 31 May 
2017.  The draft ICMS was well received and several constructive comments were received 
when dateline for receiving comments for the final draft closed on 31 May 2017. 

Consequently the SSC further finetuned the final draft with the comments received and publish 
the final draft to the Trustee in June 2017.  The ICMS was published and launched at the 
annual congress of Pacific Association of Quantity Surveyors (PAQS) held in Vancouver, 
Canada from 24 to 26 July 2017. 

With the publication of ICMS we hope that there will be consistency in reporting of construction 
cost across the entire world. 
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The Trustee of ICMS Coalition has reconsituted the Standard Setting Committee (SSC) and 
has mandated the SSC to review the current edition of ICMS incorporating comments from the 
market.  

The SSC had just commenced its first meeting on 16 March 2018 and will over the next 12 
months work towards the publication of the 2nd Edition of ICMS incorporating additional project 
categories for civil engineering works, life cycle costing and reformat the standard to ensure it 
is easy for data capture digitally. 

 

2.2  Working Group 10.2 – Building Information Modelling 
 
Building Information Modelling (BIM) is changing the way how surveyors work, think, 
collaborate and make money. Using and sharing multidimensional digital representations of 
buildings are the driving forces for the digitalization of our work. This affects many tasks 
surveyors and GIS professionals perform, e. g. cost estimation, GIS analysis, engineering 
surveying, construction work, land management and facilities management.  
 
Following great interest on the development and application of BIM at previous FIG Working 
Weeks, the Working Group organised a Pre-Working Week Workshop on BIM in Helsinki. 
 
The workshop covered: 
- Teaching theoretical background of the BIM method (concepts, workflows and standards).  
- Best practice presentations from large projects and SME (from surveyor’s point of view). 
- Presentation of the latest software (surveying, integration and collaboration with BIM, CAD, 

GIS). 

The Workshop attracted strong participation from professionals of engineering and surveying 
companies, land administration agencies, academics from different countries and also students 
and young professionals from the FIG Young Surveyors Network. 

Following this, the Working Group also organsied a Round-Table discussion among key 
executives of vendors and users of BIM and has resulted in several proposals for the 
development of BIM agenda in FIG. 

Based on this success, the Working Group will again be organising a similar workshop before 
the FIG Congress in Instanbul. 

The Commission has also proposed to publish ”BIM for Surveyors”, a compilation of selected 
essays and techincal papers by professionals and experts in the field.  The application for such 
publication hase been sent to the Council and is awaiting approval from the Council. 
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2.3 Working Group 10.3 – Education and Research 

 

The profession of QS/CE is new or non-existent in some countries, both developed and 
developing countries.  Commission 10 hopes to use its network and platform to influence policy 
makes to consider the use of QS/CE for developmental projects and as such the need to build 
competencies and human capital in this specialised field. 

Commission 10 has developed the core competency standard for the QS/CE profession.  The 
application for the publication of the QS/CE Core Competency Standard has been forwarded to 
the Council and is awaiting approval from the Council. 

3. Cooperation 
 

Within FIG, Commission 10 enjoys good co-operation from other commissions particularly 
Commission 1 on Professional Practice, Commission 2 on Professional Education, 
Commission 6 on Engineering Surveys and Commission 8 on Spatial Planning & Development.   

Externally Commission 10 has excellent collaboration with other professional organisations 
involved in QS/CE, PM/CM, such as RICS, ICEC, PAQS, CEEC, AAQS, PMI and other similar 
organisations.

XX on FIG Governance 

Terms of Reference 
(To be approved by the General Assembly, May 2018) 

1. BACKGROUND 
As the premier international organization representing the interests of its members worldwide, 
it is essential FIG continually reviews is role and function to remain relevant, and provide 
membership services and professional surveying advice to not only to its members but also its 
global partners. Using FIG’s extensive network, its various international forums for discussion, 
and unique capability to assist the development of professional practice and standards, FIG 
needs to consider how its existing “governance framework” will meet the survey professions 
challenges and expectations for the future. 

FIG went through major structural changes in its governance and administration about twenty 
years ago (1998). Since then minor reviews has been made as well as minor changes. However, 
significant changes have been seen within the profession. The geospatial industry and land 
professions are dealing with major global challenges such as rapid urbanisation and the effects 
of climate change. FIG is becoming a major collaborator and partner with multinational 
organisations such as the United Nations, World Bank, the scientific and academic community 
and operational professional surveyors. With this comes an added expectation that FIG 
surveyors will provide technical solutions and provide professional advice to address 
sustainable development (UN SDGs) and humanitarian needs. This responsibility is not only a 
FIG Council responsibility, but also extends to and needs the full support of the entire FIG 
structure. The roles and functions of commissions, networks and our member engagement need 
to be better aligned and fit for the future.  

The Member Associations have now asked for a review to see if the current administration, 
including how FIG is organised, internal rules and governance, is still valid or if changes are 
necessary to ensure an even stronger FIG that is fit for the future. The structure of FIG, including 
the FIG Commissions, has been robust and resilient and has remained, generally, the same for 
since 1998. This structure has enabled FIG to achieve significant global outcomes and to 
support our international membership, however it has been recognised by the General Assembly 
that new and emerging processes, technologies and initiatives are not very easily connected into 
the current structure.  

For example – 

• How should we map in BIM, Smart Cities or Blockchain technology into our existing 
commission structure?  

• How do we ensure that rapidly evolving new surveying and mapping technologies are 
managed and understood within our current organisation?  

• How can we ensure that we are able to meet the needs of important global initiatives 
such as the UN SDGs and New Urban Agenda and how can we support our Member 
Associations and survey related National institutions in understanding these initiatives?  



• How can we ensure that FIG can effectively play an important international role in a 
dynamic and rapidly changing environment?  

• How can FIG increase its profile and role now that the UN is playing an even more 
important global role in the field of global geospatial information management (UN 
GGIM)?  

• How can we ensure that FIG has a strong and consistent succession plan for chairs, vice 
presidents and president (officers) over time? Is a four year appointment period too long 
and does it put members off standing for office? 

Considering the above questions, the General Assembly at the Helsinki FIG 2017 Work Week 
asked volunteers among the Member Associations to draft Terms of Reference for a future work 
group to evaluate the governance framework of FIG. Consequently, this document proposes 
and provides these Terms of Reference. 

2. OUTCOME 
The outcome for this group is to ensure the governance framework (which includes the 
administration and organisational structure of FIG) is effective, efficient and dynamic so as to 
meet the future needs and expectations of members. This TOR identifies the following key 
outcomes from the review:  

1. Documented analysis of the FIG governance framework, being the administration and 
organisational structure of FIG, in terms of how it meets the current and future needs 
and expectations of member associations  

2. Recommendations and proposed changes to the FIG governance framework 
3. Recommendation regarding the ongoing need for a group to review FIG governance and 

responsiveness to member association requirements, and the form and structure such a 
review group should take. 

3. OBJECTIVES THE TASK FORCE 
The main objectives of the group will be to - 

a) Evaluate the present governance framework of FIG; and if required, 
b) Based on the findings, propose changes and, if necessary, an alternative internal 

structure of FIG to meet the future “needs and expectations” of its membership.  

The group will also present periodic reports on their findings concerning current FIG 
governance, this may also include or suggest incremental changes and improvements for FIG 
General Assembly and Council to consider. 

The group must undertake this via a unified, collaborative, transparent and consultative 
approach with all FIG members. The Task Force should identify, consult and discuss with our 
internal and external stakeholders what we are doing well, what we can do better, challenges or 
trends affecting and influencing the future, and how to resolve such matters. 



4. PATHWAY and IMPLEMENTAION (to be completed…) 
It is proposed that a work plan shall be created by the group, it is recommended that –  

• A “SWOT” analysis of the FIG governance framework be performed and involves FIG 
members and the FIG Office.  

• Key FIG materials be reviewed, including reports and recommendations from previous 
Task Forces, and information from various Member Association meetings and forums 
facilitated by FIG. 

• The current structure and function of FIG be evaluated, via a participatory process 
including the Council, ACCO, Commissions, Networks, Task Forces and the FIG 
Office. 

• Consultation (online) with FIG membership. 
• Development and preparation of a report on the task force findings, which may include 

recommendations to Council and General Assembly. 
• The group should complete its work in 2 years and the final report be ready for 

consideration and endorsement by the General Assembly at the FIG 2020 Working 

Week in Amsterdam. 

The group should present interim/periodic reports on findings concerning the current FIG 
governance, which may include: preliminary analyses and recommendations, reports from 
meetings held and a first draft of proposed changes and improvements for General 
Assembly and Council to consider.  

Whilst a core group will have the responsibility for implementing this TOR, the group must 
undertake this via a unified, collaborative and consultative approach with all FIG members. 
In other words, the Task Force should identify, consult and discuss with our internal and 
external stakeholders what we are doing well, what we can do better, challenges or trends 
affecting influencing the future, and how to resolve such matters 

5. PROPOSED WORK PLAN 
With respect to the work plan, it is expected and highly recommended that the group – 

• Forms and begins work as soon as possible. 
• Consider the above-mentioned pathways and implementation initiatives as ‘milestones’ 

within the work plan.   
• The work programme will be done through email, and where feasible “face to face” 

meetings will be organised to coincide with FIG related events.  

6. COMPOSITION OF TASK FORCE 
To be decided but a diverse group of individuals that represent all FIG membership categories 
is preferred.

2018 GENERAL ASSEMBLY 

 
FINANCIAL ISSUES (INCLUDING 2017 ACCOUNTS, 2018-21 BUDGETS AND  

2019 AND 2020 SUBSCRIPTIONS) 
 
1. Introduction 
 
This paper provides the General Assembly with an update on FIG’s financial progress in 2017, 
the Council’s amended proposed budgets for 2018-20 and an indicative budget for 2021, and 
other financial matters. 
The General Assembly is asked to: 
• Adopt the audited 2017 Accounts at Annex A, noting that the audited accounts are in the 

form of the template approved at the 2009 General Assembly (and provided again at 
Annex B) 

• Agree to increase events reserve from €25,000 to €50,000 using part of the surplus from 
2017. 

• Endorse the budgets for 2018-21, at Annex C to the General Assembly agenda. 
• Approve member association subscription levels for 2020, set out in section 5 of this 

paper. 
 
2. A commentary on FIG income and expenditure for 2017 
 
FIG Finances follow three key measures:  
 
• Key measure 1: there must be a surplus of regular income over regular expenditure each 

year; 
• Key measure 2: there must be an overall surplus over the 4-year Council period; 
• Key measure 3: the general reserve must remain within the level of 90-100% of regular 

expenditure. 
 
2017 was the third year for the current Council. Council and FIG Office have continued to act 
prudent and with cost containment measures. There was a budgeted surplus of €3,250, however 
the final result shows a surplus of € 64,543 which is caused by several factors and will be 
explained in this paper. 
 
Key measures 1 and 2 were held – however key measure 3 has for the later years been above the 
desired level. There was a surplus of regular income over regular expenditure of €64,313 (Key 
measure 1). This is a high surplus which is a result of:  

• Income from the Working Week and other events higher than expected 
• Large savings in administrative costs 
• Currency difference adjustment 
• Some planned publications for 2017 will instead be finalised in 2018 
• Decreased provision for doubtful debt 

 
As always, expenditure was monitored closely. Key measure 2 is 125% seen over the period 
2016, 2017 (actual results) 2018 and 2019 (budgets). Key measure 3 was 145%. General reserve 
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as % of annual total expenditure was also 145%. This is high and will most likely be aligned over 
a 4-year term, especially with an upcoming Congress year. Savings will be less in the coming 
years. 
 
The finances are solid, and it is a good sign that it is possible to increase the reserves, and be 
prepared for possible less healthy years. 
 
Income 
 
Income from membership subscriptions was almost €10,000 lower than budget however almost 
€15,000 higher than the 2016 result. Membership fees from Member Associations were €10,000 
higher than in 2016. Membership fees from Affiliate members and Academic members were as 
budgeted whereas the membership fee from Corporate members were at the same level as 2016, 
although there was a budgeted expectation of an increase of €5,000. Write offs were again in 
2017 high, in total €50,000 which was even higher than 2016 (32,000). This means that we have 
had several expulsions and members who have not paid their membership fee in full. The positive 
aspect is that there are less members in arrears, and with smaller amounts which also meant that 
the provision for doubtful debt had to be written down with €20,000. This is one of the reasons 
for the high final result, because it has added 20,000 to the final result. 
 
Financial income was in 2017 higher than expected in spite of the prevailing low interest rate 
regime, which is expected to persist. Interest earned was in line with last year, but at the end of 
2017 a capital gain on investments was noted. Today some of the FIG accounts give 0 % interest, 
and we have had to accept negative interest rates in 2017 on EUR accounts. This will remain for 
2018 and will most likely also be applicable for the DKK and USD accounts. 
 
In total the regular income for 2017 was almost €10,000 lower than budgeted, however a slight 
increase of €2,000 compared to 2016. 
 
Arrears 
Arrears at the end of 2017 have decreased significantly. The arrears are down to €51,000. This is 
still remarkably high but compared to previous years it is a decrease of more than €50,000 from 
2016, and a decrease of 100,000 compared to 2014, and is a very positive development. 
Hopefully this is a positive trend, and that it will remain to decrease in the coming years. Arrears 
solely for 2017 was €36,000 which again is half of what the arrears were one year ago (€62,000). 
This also means that the older arrears (before 2017) have successfully been decreased 
significantly compared to previous years. Arrears from earlier than 2017 is now down to €15,000 
compared to almost 50,000 last year. It is positive that the older arrears have decreased 
significantly, which will also result in less expulsions. 
 
Council still requests all members to pay their membership subscription promptly. The current 
size of the arrears still mean that a significant portion of FIG’s reserve holdings is being used to 
fund FIG cash flow.   
 
Expenditure 
 
Total regular expenditure was €346,658 which is €62,842 below budget, and €31,735 below the 
2016 result (€378,393). This is quite low and is exceptional for 2017 due to a savings in 
administration costs, especially office costs. This is another reason for the high overall result. 
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Hereto there have been a carefully monitored and conservative handling of expenditure in 
general. The costs cannot continue to be kept as low as in 2017. 
 
The grants to Commission chairs were paid in line with the levels agreed by the General 
Assembly. All requests from Task Force and Network chairs for support and from Commission 
chairs for specific support were carefully reviewed prior to any decision. There were no 
applications for support for poor Member Associations. 
 
Council and executive management costs were €10,000 below budget. Again this year this has 
been obtained through continuing care and control of travel and meeting costs. Some of the 
travels were partially covered by external sources. It is important also to note that, in many 
instances, travel by Council members were partially covered by Council members’ employers, 
member associations or by the event hosts. FIG is very grateful for this support, which allows 
Council members to maintain close contact with its membership and partners during the year.   
 
Final result 
 
The result of regular income over regular expenditure (key measure 1) showed a positive result of 
€64,313 which is €54,063 over budget. 
 
The final result 2017 which also includes projects and development costs and income shows a 
surplus of €64,543 which is €47,723 over budget. Developmental expenditure was lower than 
expected and further to this there was a not expected extra income on conferences and other 
projects. In regard to FIG Working Week FIG office had less costs than expected which meant 
that a part of the income could be allocated to events in addition to the regular income. On other 
projects and events that FIG Office has been involved in, there has been a smaller income on 
services provided. 
 
FIG Office continued the IT developmental work that was commenced in 2013. The development 
could in 2017 be kept within budget. Last year the General Assembly agreed to increase the IT 
reserve which means that future larger investments can be covered with the budget and if needed 
part of the reserve.  
 
FIG Council proposes to increase the events reserve from € 25,000 to € 50,000. The instability 
around the world makes it difficult to find conference destinations that are without risks; this can 
be natural disasters, instability, and other occurrences that are impossible to predict 4 years ahead 
when a Working Week or Congress destination is elected. It is to be noted that a larger part of the 
regular income is coming from the conference activities, and key measure 1 and the final result 
are therefore more vulnerable. With the increased reserve the risk for the annual result is reduced. 
With this change the final surplus is € 39,543.  
 
At the end of year, FIG’s total reserve stood at € 601,664 and the general reserve (total reserved 
deducted IT and Events reserves) amounts to € 501,664 which is 145% of regular annual 
expenditure.  
 
3. Budgets 2018-21 
 
Annex C to this paper presents proposed revised budgets for 2018, 2019 and 2020 and a proposed 
budget for 2021. This is to adhere to the requirement for a 4-years ahead budget (decision at the 
2009 General Assembly).  
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Key considerations in constructing the budget 
 
Council’s overriding consideration when preparing the budget was to be as realistic as it has to 
be, particularly with its forecast since it is a 4-year forward budgeting process.  In this regard 
Council is very mindful of the two, ongoing risks to the budget:  
• Council has (as described below) reviewed risks from events, and developed models to 

address these risks, however still there will be a risk to include a conference income in the 
regular income 

• There is a potential risks around the level of income from subscriptions in the on-going 
economic situation. The levels of arrears has decreased which is a positive development, 
but the remaining amount shows that it remains a significant area of concern. 
 

Budgets 
 
Council seeks to ensure a sustainable, effective and efficient Federation. Budgets have therefore 
been revised to reflect the current realities. When income is forecasted to decline, this has to be 
balanced by corresponding efforts to reduce operating and developmental costs.  
 
The key changes to the budgets approved at the 2017 General Assembly are: 
• Subscriptions are held close to the 2017 final result in light of resignations and 2017 

invoiced figures although membership development is an important focus of the FIG 
office especially; 

• An expected increase in the number and income of Corporate Members is included in the 
budget as an outcome of the Task Force for Corporate member 

• In the light of the development the General Assembly has accepted an increase in 
subscription rate from 2019 for Member Associations 

• Council has agreed on an increase in subscription fee for Affiliate Members for 2019 and 
onwards 

• Financial income has been decreased since FIG will now have to pay negative interest rate 
not only on the EUR accounts but also DDK and USD accounts 

• Administrative costs have been further reduced wherever possible but cannot be held as 
low as the 2017 result; 

• Since 2018 is a congress year expected expenses for travel and costs for publications is 
higher 

• Council and executive management costs are reviewed in the light of activities anticipated 
for the year;  

As in previous years, every effort has been made to base the budget on information available as 
well as to forecast income and expenditures realistically. This is particularly important given the 
overall economic situation. 
 
Council remains cognizance of the three key financial measures when preparing the budget: 
• Key measure 1: there must be a surplus of regular income over regular expenditure each 

year; 
• Key measure 2: there must be an overall surplus over the 4-year Council period; 
• Key measure 3: the general reserve must remain within the level of 90-100% of regular 

expenditure. 
 
An increase in membership fees from 2019 will make it possible to meet key measure 3.  
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Staffing 
 
Current staffing of the FIG Office is: 
• Director (Louise Friis-Hansen) responsible for general management, developmental/ 

strategic tasks, oversight of administration, finances, events, membership matters 
(particularly in relation to corporate members), council/commission matters, IT, 
communication and Foundation secretariat duties 

• FIG Events and Support Manager (Claudia Stormoen) (full time)  
• Finances and Administration (Maria Bargholz, part time – 20 hours/week) responsible for 

financial administration as well as general FIG and events administration.  
• Assisting FIG Events and Support Manager  (Martine Eelderink, the Netherlands), has 

been in the office 1October 2017 – 31 May 2018 replacing Claudia Stormoen during her 
maternity leave. 

 
Claudia Stormoen went on maternity leave in August 2017 and returned on a full-time basis in 
April 2018. In the meantime Martine Eelderink has been in the office to assist. It has been a 
possibility for Martine to work with FIG events planning as a preparation for FIG Working Week 
2020 in Amsterdam, the Netherlands. 
 
In 2015 past Vice President Pengfei Cheng announced that the Chinese Society for Surveying, 
Mapping and Geoinformation (CSSMG) has offered to assist the office with an intern. CSSMG is 
a member association of FIG and has been actively supporting and participating in the activities 
of FIG including the support of past FIG Vice President Cheng Pengfei (2013-2016). CSSMG 
has a trainee exchange programme. As part of this programme, a Memorandum of Understanding 
has been signed between CSSMG (on behalf of NASG) and FIG for an Internship/Trainee 
Programme at FIG Office in Copenhagen. An NASG staff person will be appointed as trainee 
for the FIG Office in Copenhagen for ½ year. This Memorandum of Understanding is valid for 
three years. The first trainee, Tian Tian, was in the office from February-August 2016. The 
second trainee, Wu Qiong was in the FIG office in the period January-July 2017. The third 
trainee should have been in the office January-July 2018, but due to the changed situation in 
office and Claudia Stormoen being on maternity leave it was decided to postpone the third trainee 
until autumn 2018/spring 2019 leading up to the FIG Working Week 2019 in Hanoi, Vietnam. 
 
Organisation of events 
 
The Council and FIG Office work closely together with a Local Organising Committee to 
organise the yearly FIG event ensuring that FIG’s annual event remains not only the flagship 
event of FIG but a global forum for FIG’s membership, partners and stakeholders.  Over the past 
years, FIG has developed the following operating models for its annual events: 
• FIG will handle the overall programme, the technical programme, keynote speakers, 

international registrations, (local registration if in EUR or USD), the website, and 
international exhibitors; and 

• The local organisers will handle the contact with the venue; hotels; the local exhibition; 
local registrations (if other currency from EUR and USD); social events; technical tours; 
and social tours. 
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FIG will be reimbursed a fixed sum for its handling, coordination and organization workload for 
each event. We believe that the models and arrangements provide a sound basis for future 
conferences, and provide an appropriate balance between FIG and local input and expertise.  
 
FIG Office spends a considerable amount of time on the organisation and preparations of FIG 
events. FIG Office and Council have evaluated that it is a rewarding investment and gives a 
possibility to get closer to the individual persons that are related to FIG members. 
 
Due to the larger uncertainty around the world it has been suggested to increase the events 
reserve with €25,000 to €50,000. 
 
IT Development 
 
Since 2015 several major IT projects have been carried through: 

- The new web site was launched in May 2015 based on a modern technology. Continuous 
improvements are undertaken 

- FIG Membership database phase I. A database for all members was established in 2016, 
incl. Commission officials and national delegates to commissions. Until then FIG has not 
had an actual database, and information has been stored in several different places. 

- Possibility for members for on-line update of membership information. Earlier this was 
done manually. 

- Peer review database and handling system that can handle most processes electronically  
- Improvements and integration of abstract and registration databases for handling of FIG 

Conferences 
- Automatisation of many of the processes in connection to FIG conferences that have 

previously been done manually 
- Improvement of online payment system 
- Conference management related features and FIG Conference Web App continued to be 

enhanced 
- FIG Membership database phase II: a database for individuals who have a connection 

with FIG either through the newsletter, participant at FIG Conferences or in any other 
way related to FIG. The database will be connected with the registration and abstract 
database as well as the membership database. 

- Introduction of a new mass mailing system. 
 
In the budget 10,000 has been dedicated to IT development. In 2017 it was decided to transfer 
€20,000 of the surplus to the IT reserve to a total of €50,000 to be prepared if larger IT 
investments are needed. 
 
4. FIG Reserves 
 
As is shown in Annex C, the FIG general reserve at the end of 2017 was 145% of regular annual 
expenditure. This is above the 90-100% agreed by the 2009 General Assembly. The main reason 
for this large percentage is the exceptionally low expenditure for 2017. As a 4-year average the 
general reserve is 125% (the reserve percentage is calculated using an average of four years’ 
regular annual expenditure, as agreed at the 2012 General Assembly). 
 
Council proposes to increase the €25,000 events reserve with another €25,000, for the reasons 
described in this paper. In essence, this recognises the risk of organising events, particularly in 
the current economic climate. Council suggests that the reserve will be increased to €50,000. 
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Council suggests to maintain the IT reserve at the €50,000 level. 
 
The reserves are held in low risk investments and on bank accounts, in line with the policy agreed 
by the General Assembly. Any transfer of the reserves requires approval by two persons, one of 
whom being the Council member responsible for finance and administration.  
 
5. Subscriptions 2020 
 
The 2017 General Assembly approved membership fees as follows:

In the light of the budget and the current development the General Assembly decided in 2017 to 
increase the membership fee for 2019 and onwards. Council is conscious of the economic 
condition that members are operating under and in particular member’s challenges with their 
national membership and budgets.  Council wishes to respect this as well and both Council and 
FIG Office will continue to be prudent in its financial management. The last time fees for 
member associations were increased was 2012. Council proposes to keep the 2019 rates in 2020. 
 
Council has agreed to increase the membership fees for Affiliate Members to € 790 EUR (from 
760) which is a 6% increase.  
 
Council has initiated a Task Force to work on how to attract corporate members and the hope is 
to increase the fees received by corporate members to limit the deficit or turn it into a positive 
result.

6. Conclusion 
 
Council continues to monitor and manage its finances prudently and believes that the budget 
proposed is realistic. It is positive to show a solid result, and part of the good result stems from 
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the decreased number of members in arrears which has given the opportunity to write down the 
provisionally doubtful debt. Another reason was a large savings in administration costs which 
however cannot be maintained at this low level, and a good event result from several events. 
Council will allow appropriate decisions to be made on levels of operational and developmental 
expenditure, to ensure the continuing sustainability, efficiency and effectiveness of FIG.  Council 
thanks all members who have paid the annual membership fees promptly.

The first is strategic 
leadership and governance in a time of rapid technological 
and organizational transformations of the activities and roles 
of members of FIG Member Associations. This must come 
from the FIG Council.  As a professional planner and 
mediator I would like to improve the efforts already made in 
positioning FIG for the future as a significant contributor to 
our sustainable world in the area of land management 
information. 
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The second is related to the first in that in order to achieve 
our goals we need to find greater resources to support the 
FIG office.  This requires improving the income of FIG, which 
has been an ongoing concern for the Council and the 
Member Associations for some time. 
That is, I stand for sound governance and adequately 
resourced administration.  The latter, in particular, is a 
major challenge and must be not only addressed but 
pursued with determination. 
 
While there may be concern about increased travel costs for 
a President so far from Europe.  This reinforces the Euro-
centric bias of FIG.  It would be my intention, while 
appearing as required at important functions wherever and 
whenever they occur, to utilize the expertise of the Vice 
Presidents, raising their status, and if necessary and 
appropriate, Commission Chairs. 
   
However, my more immediate concern would be to be 
available to the Asia-Pacific region, and specifically Oceania 
where the greatest consequences of global environmental 
impacts will be felt most.   
 
I did this successfully during my terms as Vice President 
(Pacific) and President of CASLE itself between 1998 and 
2007.  This was during troubled times in Fiji, the recognised 
centre of Pacific activities.
