Requires legal, surveying input Uses simple forms

Costly proprietary software Uses free or open source software

Pilot Project

Process should be:

• Determine what is legitimate tenure

• Determine what to record to determine legitimate tenure

• Visit occupants

• Record information

• Make information accessible 



Pilot Project

Process was:

• Decide on categories of  legitimate but unrecorded tenure

• Meeting with state institutions to discuss process

• Decide on areas to be used for pilot

• Visit areas 

• Collect data

• Input in STDM software
